A resolutlon appropriating $76,000
for transporting and the installo-
tion of & government exhibit at the
Charleston exposition was pasged.

Mr, MeLaurin, (8, C,,) made a speech

position regarding federal patronage In
gouth Carolina and hig relationship
with 1t. He sald the campaign against
him has been one of ealumny, vitupera-
tion and misrepresentation. As to the
appointments in the state he sought to
have Democrats appointed and where
thig could not be accomplighed he tried
to have such Republicang selected us
would glve satisfaction to the people
He did not want the crlme of burning
0 postmaster repeated in his stato,

Mr, McLaurin sald the movement
against him in the Democratic party
was one to keep allve sectionaligm.
fpeaking of hig views on the taviff he
sald that Samuel J, Randall wag a pro-
tectionist; Hancock said the tarlff was
a local fssue and D, B, HIll opposed the
fncome tax but none of them had been
read out of the Democratic party.

Mr, Jones, Arkansas, denied some of
the statements made by Mr. MoLaurin,
eapecially so far as it indicated that
he, (Joneg), had any ulterior motives
in any action he took regarding Mo-
Laurin's connection with the Demo-
cratic party.

Mr, THIman replied to Mr, MeLaurin,
denying there was a consplracy against
him, My, THiman referred to the re-
signations of the senators from South
Caroling and thefr subsgequent with-
drawal.

Mr. Hoar
sald that he did not
resignations could be withdrawn,

Mr., Tillman said he would be glad
to have the judiclary committee inves-

It was Dr
Hasse's Intention to start a diséussion
on Mr, Chamberlain's remarks Jduring
an interpellation today on the subject
or veterand' pensions, An exclting ses-
flon was expected, but the promised
sensation ig postponed by the announce-
ment that Dr. von Thielmann, who was
to have replied to the interpelation, 18
suffering from Influenza.

Fatal Head-End Collision.

Scott, leg broken, arm crughed; Brake-
man W, T, Darcey, head and face scald-
ed; Conductor Jos, Chare, head eut and
realded; PFlreman Alfred Channo,
brulged and scalded. Three engines and
thirty-three cars were destroyed., Un-
der orders, the trains were supposed
to pass at Wenas station. When the
extra arrived there a train stood on the
slding and supposing it wag No. 64, the
extra proceeded to North Yakima, The
co ligion occurred at a sharp curve and
pelther engineer saw the other until
the trains struck.

Frank Shurtliff's trial on a charge of
murder In the secaond dewree wias coms
menced before Judge Btewart and a
hury of elght men this morning, The
erime with which the 10-yenr-old lad s
charged I8 shooting Mys, Wilson omy
Sunday, June 30, lagt, from the effects
of which she died at Bt, Mark's hos-
plta) on Friday, July 12 Miss Retta
Wiligon, a daughter of the deceased
woman, Vincent Shurtiify, the father
of the defendant, a mwall carcler at
Murray, and his wife, Jumes Wilson,
the husband of the deccased, and a
number of others were n the court
room when the trial commenced,

Distriet Attorney Eichnor (s progecut-
Ing and Frick and Edward2 are doe
fonding Frank Shurtlift, Kighteen ju-
rorg were examined on thelr volr dlre
before & jury was empansled satisfac-
tory to both the state and the defenge

Prozecutor Elchnor then made hig
opening statement to the jury outiining
the story of the shooting and its fatal
results, He pointed out on a map
which had been prepared of the scene
af the shooting, the Wilson house and
the polnt from which the shot  was
fired.  He produced the rifle which (he
boys had used and the mash of the
window, one of whose pancs was shat-
tered by the bullet which Killed Mrs,
Wilgon, When the' prosecutor brought
forward the gun to show to the jury
the memories which 1t galled up were
too painful for Miss Wilson and she
took out her handkerchief and eilently
began to weep. Qounsel for the de-
fenve objected when Mr, Eichnor ex-
plained to the jury that It was not ne.
ceggary to prove that any one, who
shot ot an Inhabited dwelling honse,
meant to kil some’one du that hoyse,
in order to show that 1t was murder in
the second' degree,  Mr, Yrick sald
that the prosecutor was overstepping
hig right and was making an argumont
to the jury, The court sustained the
objectlon,

TAKING O TESTIMONY.

Miss Retta Wilson, a daughter of the
deceased Mra. Jane Wilson, was the
first witness called by the state, Miss
Wilson I8 a professional nurge and
lives at 444 gouth Sixth Basgt street, She
testified that when she first saw her
mother after the shooting she wasg on-
ly partially conscious, On crogg-ex-
amination Mr, Frick tried to make Mlsy
Wilson admit that her mother's henlth
had rapidly declined after the probing
for the bullet at the hospital, with the
object avidently of showing that death
was due in part at least to the prob-
ing. Witness would not admit that
this was so By the time counsel got
through with Misg Wilson's examina-
tlon, It was noon, and the court took a
recess until 2 o'clock.

HISTORY OF THE SHOOTING,

The efrcumstances of the shooting of
Mrs, Jane Wilson at Holllday, a woman
62 years of age, were fully reported in
the “News" on Monday, July 1.  Frank
Shurtliff, George Nellsen, John Cooper,
Mark Dean, Frank Lark, Ham Fergu-
#on, Ben Bhurtliff and Will Feulks, a
erowd of boys of from 13 to 18 years of
age, were shooting  with a 22-caliber
rifle on Sunday forencon, June 30, Mra,
Wiison was in her house alone, making
up a bed, when without any warning 4
bullet came whizzing through the
gereen door, A moment later another
bullet broke through the window and
burled itself in Mrs, Wilson's neck. The
Injured woman rushed out of the house
with the bload welling  up in her
throat and choking her so that she was
unable to call for help, and she fell to
the ground, swooning, with the blood
oozing from the wound In her neck.
Her two sons, coming home from Sun-
day school a half hour later, found
their mother lying unconsclous in a
ghastly pool of blood, Constable Nell-
pen wag hastily summoned, and Dr.
Raugcher, a retired physiclan of the
nelghborhood, wau called in., He found
Mrs. Wilgon weak from the loss of
blopd. Later Dr. A, C, Behle of Salt
Lake City was summoned. The doctor
found on examining the patient that
the bullet had ruptured the jugular
vein and the cavotld artory, and lodged
in the mugcles at the back of the neck.
Tha doctor exnresgeed wonder that Mrs.
Wilgon had not bled to death, the two
main blood vessels on one glde of the
neck having been severed. He ligatured
the torn vesselg, but did not prohe for
the hullet, Dr. Behle held out but lits
tle hope of Mre, Wilson's recovery, and
although she was carefully nurged by
Migs Netta Wilgon, the only one of he
four daughters at home at the time.

On the Monday following the shool-
frng the wounded woman was taken to
8t. Mark's hospital, whers, afrer Hn-
gering for eleven days she died on Fril-

day, July 12, She had been conscious
but Uitle of the time since ghe was
shot,

All the boys who were with Frank

Shurtlif at the Ume of the shooting
were bronght before Justice Dana T.
Smith on a charge of disturbing the
peace, but their cases were dismissed,
Frank wag held under a charge of as-
sault with a deadly weapon, pending
the result of Mrs. Wilson's death, When
she died the charge was changed to
murder In the second degree, on which
charge young Shurthff is now standing
trial. He wag only confined to fafl two
or three days, being released on $2,000
ball,
THE BOYS' STORY

The story told by the youthful Sal-
bath breakers at (be time of their ar-
rest was that on Saturday night, June
29, they took up a collection and went
1o Murray where they bought an elght-
gallon keg of beer. This they carrled
to Holliday, and drank on Sunday
morning. All of them were more or
less under the influence of the heer.
They seuntered along the road fring

the rifle at various marks as they went
along, When they were about 620 fect
from the Wilson house FPrank Shurthii
shot twice at (he house, one of the bul-
jels supposedly being the one which
killed Mrs. Wilson,

AFPTERNOON SESBION,

In the afternnon, County Burveyor
Fox was put on the stand to verify
the correctness of the map of the geene
of the shooting.

Mige Kva Johnson, a nurse at 8t
Mark's hospital, testified that  Mus,
Wilgon had never regalned consclouss
ness after being taken to the hospltal,

Ham Peyguson, aged 18, the next wit-
ness, safd that all the erowd of boys
were drunk on the Sunday morning
when the shooting was done, Ham
was still on the stand when this report
cloged,
