of the old world, Mr. Pinchot has
been glven the actual control of the
great  reservations In the westérn
states, over which there has heen so0
much contention in the Interior ds
partment, the contention involving sen
ators and representatives from states
Where reserves are located and officers
of the general land office, Mr, Pinchot
bas the full approval of the President
IR his general scheme for preserving
the forests and for the disposition of
the timber In such a way ag to prevent
the denuding of the land, leaving it a
barren waste, a condition existing In
many regions where once there was
wRluatle timber, There I8, of course,
