WHY SALT LAKE HAD A 7-DAY FOC

Section Director Murdoch of the Weather Bureau Writes a Spec-
ial Article to the Deseret News Accounting for the Phenom-
enon—Due to an Area of “High” Pressure Remaining Sta-
tionary Over the Great Basin.

Owing to the faot that Salt Lake
City han enshrouded In fog for
the past week and to the further fact
that hundreds of people have been un
uble to pecount for the phenomenon the
Deseret News today requested Section
LArector Murdoch, of the Utah Weather
bureau to write an artlcle upon it and
he kindly dld go as follows

An examination of the dally weather
map publighed by the United States
weather bureau, will show that areas
of high and low barometric pressure

follow each other across the Unlted
States, moving In an enstorly direction,
The areas of low pressure are from
1.000 to 1,600 miles in diameter, and
the “highs" somewhat greater In exs
tent, The eastward transitlon I8 due to
the general eastward drift of the ats
