the jury an Inquiry as to where the
irike of the vein was to be found, if

y should be of the opinfon that it
dld not continue in lot 38 as far north
as the southerly end line of the Silver-
opolis south end line prolonged across

The counsel for the plaintiff objected
to the submission of such a question
ipon the ground that finding upon it

ild not be material to the Issues
framed by the pleadings; and counsel
for the defendant company thereupon
replied that If such a question should
be submitted and the jury should find
fnresponding to it that the vein does
hot tontinue In lot 38 up to the south-
erly end line of the Bllveropolls claim
prolonged eastward across lot 89, but,
departing before It reached that point,
It stlll continues on its strike north
and paralle] to the side lines of lot 88,
ind In the Golden King and the Brad-
ey clalms, he would then ask to amend
the counter claim to conform to such
findings.

In the last analygls, that {s
the real controversy,

AS the ore bhodies lie underneath the
Silveropolis and Consort mining clalms
presumptively they are the property of
the Chrand Centeal Mining company, and
ther cannot be entered upon by the
Mammoth Mining company, unless the
latter can ghow they are In a veln or
lode which has Its top or apex within
the haundaries of some claims of which
it i the owner., In the presgent action,
thi defendant company has gought to
show that such apex exists In lot 38,
betweeén the planes heretofore men-
tioned,

FINDINGSE,

The jury has found (with the concur-
rence of the court) that the apex does
not exist there; but the facts do not
necessarily establish that the ore bodies
In question are not In any vein or lods
of which the defendant company has
the apex, Upon that point as to whethe
the apex of the lode 18 In any claim or
claims owned by the defendant coms
pany, T think [t proper to express my
views, because it should always appenr
from a decigion In chancery upon what
grounds the j0dgment has been given
aghingt the party, whether because it
appears he hag no rights in the matter
In controversy, or whether he has falled
to establish the rvights spocifically
clatmed in hia pleadings.

The vein the apex of which is in cone-
troversy in thig action I8 one founded
hy replacement The ‘“eountry” I8
limestone, and the mineralizing solu-
tlons, by which all parties agree the ores
were deposited, have followed up suech
firsures In the limestone as extended
to the deep, eatlng out the limestone on
each gide of thg flssure and de positing
ore In Its place, much in the same man-
ner ag in petrified wood the vegetable
matter hag been replaced atom for atom
with silien. This replacement of the
limestone with ore has been in places in
the imestone that the mineralized golu-
tlons found favorahle for the deposition
of their riches. What conditions ren
dered particular portions favorable,geo
logy does not teach us, although the
fact that the flssures have been the
channels through which the mineraliz-
ing solutions or vapors made their way
f¢ quite manifest., We do not always
find ore in the filssures, or even In sparse
mineralization, becanse many of (he
fissures In the line do extend to the
gsource of mineralization: but when we
do find ore or mineralization, we very
uniformly find accompanying it the fis.
sure through which the solutions passed
upwards,

COURT'S INSTRUCTIONS,

In view of the nature of the country
and the manner in which the ore has
been apparently deposited, I instructed
the jury that the limits of mineraliza
tion must be regarded as marking the
lHimits of the vein or lode, 1 concurred
with the jury in their findings that the
apex is not found in lot 88 within the
planes in controversy for the reason
that the mineralization does not reach
upward so as to fall within vertical
planes drawn downward through the
glde lines of lot 38

1 shall now explain why I stated to
the jury at the time of the rendition of
thelr Aindings, and why 1 believe that
the apex of the veln in which the ore
hodies In dispute are found I8 in the
Golden King and the Bradley, and like-
wige my reason for believing that the
ftrike 18 not as clalmed by the plaintiff
company; and then it will be perceived
that the conclugions which 1 have de-
dueed from the testimony differ widely
from the views of both parties to the
cause. I therefore submit them with
gome reluctance and take pleasure In
assuring the able and experienced coun
gel for the parties, that I do so with
the utmost deference to them,

IN THE VEIN.

Starting at the surface of lot 2§, at
the Cunningham stope, we are In the
vein, and It Is the point that the piain.
