Whenever a seasgon presents abnovs
mal conditions which serlously  affect
agriculture it witl be found to Ineulcate
valuable lessons which form, te  some
small degree at least, “the silver ining"
of the cloud, The season that is past Is
no exception to this weneral yule, and
in the perfod of agricultural meditation
which the winter usually provides for
the farmer it would be no bad ldea to
devote gsome Iittle thought to this point,
not in the way ©f regret or repining,
for thig is uselges, but for the suka of
Butdance it will furnish In the future
In a very large portion of the West the
past season has been unusually dry. It
was not 8o had In the gutcome 88 was
at one time feared, because wistortuncs,
like the bumblebee, are usunlly higgest
when born.
