WYNDHAM'S POLICY CRITICISED.

London, March 13~During the de-
Yate on the elvil service estimates in
the house of commons today John Red-
mond, the Irish jeader, moved a re-
duetion of the salary of the chief sec-
petary for lreland (George Wyndham),
and proceeded to Incisively eriticise Mr.
Wyndham's policy, asserting that the
letter wag engineering a conspiracy to
misrepresent the condition of the coun-
by, In order to give a colorable excuse
for coercion,  Mr. Redmond sald coer-
tion would not kill hoyeotting, but It
Vould exasperate the Irigsh people at
home and consolidate them abrosd, He
tincerely hoped, however, that the
Ilsh would not be betrayed into the
commigsion of erime,

Mr. Wyndham, in replying, sald that
Flready a great many illegal acts had
been perpotrated In Ireland, He wished
It to be understood that, both person-
ally and officlally, he was reaponsible
for whatever repressive steps were
fuken by the govérnment. He admit-
ted the constitutional right of the peo-
Ple to weserble and proclaim thelr
frievances hut where crime was about
10 be committed an assembly became
unlawful, and it was the duty of the
Eovernment to pravent It,

MEET HENRY.

Ho is Anxlous to See Him and Have
A Long Talk

SEA OFFERS OPPORTUNITY.

Sehemo 18 to Transs=ship the Prince
To the Kalsor's War Vossel-No
Definite Plans Yot Formed,

Berlin, March 18, —~Emperor Willlam,
on board the battelghip Wihelm 11,
and acompanied by two or three other
warships, may meet the North Gers
man  Lloyd steamer Deutschland ot
gen and trans-ship Prince Henry to the
German warship,

This report has reached the American
embasgy here.  The members of Em.
peror Willlam's suite, however, declure
thege arrangements to  be uncertain,
It is thought that the emperor wishes
to have the first long telk with Prince
Henry, and that this ean be most come-

fortably obtained before the prince
lands,

The cmperor's gquadron anchored in
the Woser this afternoon, having cfr.
cumnavigated the island of Hellgolaud
fn a vuln attempt to land. Digem-
barkation wasg prevented by the high
BEeus,

Emperor Willlam has received the
famous oarbor engineer, Herr IPran-
2lug, and hag discussed with him a
project to deepen the channel of the
Weser,

Herr Wiegand, general divector of
the Morth German Lloyd line of steame-
ships, who arrived from New York to«
day, has besn invited by the emperor
to meet him at Bremerhaven tomor-
row and sccompany him to Bremen, It
I8 expected that his majesty desires
to learn the result of the recent steam-
salp negotintions at New York, as
this was the topie talked over between
the emperor, Herr Wiegand and Herr
Ballln, peneral  director of the Ham-
burg-American line, before the steam-
ship men went to the United States,

Herr Wiegand, in an interview pub-
ished in Fremen, says that the ghip-
ping agreement In no way Infringes
upnd the independence of the German
cotpanies, but that it will benefit both
Germen loes, laying o solid basis for
constant frelght and passenger rates,
Herr Wiegand answered that the agree-
ment was ag yet only provigional, and
thiat {1t would be published as goon as
It war signed in a deflnitive form.

He gaid that personally he was thor.
oughly satigtied with the results of the
negotiations,

These
rorts are dismissed with contempt by
officials and military men as éven more
preposterous than the assumption that
Delavey will re-establish the slege of
Mafeking or make a dash for Johans
nesburg, Lord Salisbury has decisive
influence in determining the selection
of the commander of the forces In
South Africa and Lord Kitchener has
been his favorite general from the out-
set. It was Lord Sallsbury who sug-
gested the appointment of Gen, Kit-
chener ag Lord Roberts' chief of staff
when Gen. Buller's campalgn  went
wrong after Colenso, and there s no
cvidence that the prime minister I8
dissatisfled with the results of recent
operations, Information fs required

Washington, March 13.—8ecy. Shaw
has under consideration the question
of discontinuing the purchase of gov-
ernment bonds for the sinking fund,

his halance, He screamed ag he grabbed
at the rope, and his compunlons bent
over In time to see him mish it and dis-
appear with a splagh,

Bovle sald the water was rushing
through the sewer at a terrific apeed, It
was thiee or four feet deep. He could
feel the bottom, but cenld not Keep on
hia feet. The Fifty-third street sewor
rung into  the main draln at Second
avenue, There the volume of water
and filth was greatly (nereased and
Hoyle rarrowly escaped drowning. He
wan hurled about, but managed to Keep
his head above water, and after a few
moments more, which, he says, soemed
Itke hours, he saw the light at the end
of the drain.

Minister to Mexico Sald to Have
Misstated Facts in Mealy Case.

Washintgon, March 18 -Mr, Theall,
local counse| for Mr, Mealy, the Amer-
lean citigen who I8 held under an order
of court In Mexico for contempt, has
submitted to the state department,
through Unlted States Ssnator Nelson,
A fong statement of the case from
Mealy's side, which reflects upon
United States Miniater Powell Clayton,

It Is alleged that the minister has
misrepresented the faots In the case to
the state department, and that he is
fnterested In a rival mining company,
which has affected his attitude toword
Mealy and his legal dght with the
development company, which forms the
basis of the present actlon against
hir

In sending the papers to the state
department, Senator Nelson wrote a
long letter and referred to the accom-
panying papers, among which {8 an af-
fidavit In Spanish by Juan PBarrera,
with an English translation, showing
the alleged connection of Ambassador
Clayton with certaln mining companies
in Mexico, In which the Mexiean gov-
ernment officlale also are Interestad,

Senator Nelson referg to what he
calls the serfous import of the charges
and suggests the impropriety of a min-
lster from this country being a mem-
ber of a large mining company, which

government, He says such a minister
will not be in a condition to protect
