TRANSPLANTING

TREES AND BUSHES,

Ag soon a= the ground is dry enough
to be dug with ease, treeg and shrubs
may be removed.  Plant them ns early

a# posible, in order that they may se

cure a good root-hold before the trying
tU'mes of drouth and heat conu But
take your time fo plant cach one, fo
upon the care taken jn tr naplanting
depends much of theé future satisfac-
tion and succesg, * PThlg care-tuking 1s
of two Kinds-that:which has to do
with the preparation of the soll, and
that ussoclated with the manipulation

of the tree jtself,

The richer and mellower the soll, the
more Iikely (8 the plant to grow and
the surer is its subsgquent thrift, Do
not be stingy with the holes Make
themn larger than the mere extent of
the roots, especially if the soll is hard

and stubborn. In many cases it is
well to remove some of the earth and
to replace it with fine twop soll Ba

sure to spade up the earth and make it
fine in the bottom of the hole, for this
enables the roots to grow downward
to a constant molsture supply. Be sure;
a'so, that the earth is tirmly placed
about all the roots Alr #paces cause
the roots to dry out [t 1s well to set
the plant a little deeper than It stood
