al least in certain parts of the earth,
between earthquakes and volcanic out-

“Phe primary cause of both I8 the ex-
sive energy exerted by subterranean
f:;u endeavoring to find vent and re-

to most recent reports, the Guatemala
earthquake has caused the loss of
thousands of human lives,
"Dispatches but a4 few days old have
announced the appearance of danger
slgnals in connection with Mount Ve-
suvius—the only active voleano on the
malnland of the European continent,
Buwch reports, from widely separated re-
glons, when taken together, have sug-
fested the fear that the earth I8 enter-
ing upon an epoch of renewed volcanle
aotlvity, and that further outbursts are
to be expected.
“In my judgment such fears are ut-
terly  without foundation. These re-
cont  disturbances, while appalling
when gauged by the loss of life and
property are Insignificant when coms-
pared with the voleanic phenomena of
earller geologieal perfods. The present
geologieal epoch 18 not one of great
Vuleaniem, and it {s safe to say that the
voleanic energy of the earth {8 steadily
deciining as the globe cools from sur-
hfe to center,

“The great lava flows before referred
to are not likely to be repeated. At
least there i8 no trustworthy evidence
that enormous flgsures are about to be
reopened, or that other flssures of the
kind are to be formed. Of course, there
is a probabllity that individual craters
may resume thelr activity, and of these
latter, some within the boundaries of
Utah have ceased action so recently as
scarcely to be classed among extinct
voleanoes at present.  But such re-
sumption of volcanic activity in this
reglon 18 a pure possibility; certainly
there Is no evidence at hand to warrant
the Inference that such renewal of vol-
canfe disturbances Is indicated, far less
assured,

“In taking this posgition, opposed as
it 18 to that of the alarmists who have
predicted otherwise, it {s but falr to
give attention to opposite views. Dr.
Grove Karl Gllbert, whose masterly in-
vestigation of Lake Bonneville history
has won for him deathless renown, has
written as follows concerning the vol-
canie craters of Millard county and oth-
er parts of our state within the Bonne-
ville boundarles: “Anhu\.,'h human
history falls to give satisiaNory record
of the occurrence of any of these erup-
tions, thelr antiquity, as measured in
years, cannot be great, and an uppli-
catlon of the genernl law of probabil-
{ties leads us to look forward to a re-
sumption of voleanle activity, The
subterrancan reaction of which basaltic
extravagation is the consequence has
continued in the broad region, not only
through the Pleistocene, but through a
much longer perlod of preceding time.
The Intermittence of eruption does not
argue discontinuity of the subterranean
process, for, whatever that process may
be, It Involves the production of an un-
stable equilibrium that §s converted to
stable equilibrium only by eruption,
and such conversion I8 always rhyth.
mie., The abrupt cessation of a process
s0 widely spread and so long sustained
Is highly improbable, and its gradual
cessation would naturally include not
only growing infrequency of eruption
but the successive extension of eruption
districts. The number of post-glacial
eruptions and the number of districts
among which these were distributed
alike assure us that the end is not yet.”

As before stated, I admit the possi-
bility, but deny the Immediate or in-
dicated probability of such recurrence.

The association of volcanic outbursts
and earthguake occurrences has been
already mentioned. Gilbert has studied
the fault-slips within_. the Bonneville
area and has loted other slips,
whereby earthquake waves will be gen-
erated, In the Immediate vicinity of
BSalt Lake Clty. As occasion has al-
lowed he has published warnings to our
falr city, that its practical destruction
is threatened by the evidences of forth.
coming earthquakes, It is perhaps but
just to give his own words: “It ig legiti.
mate to infer that the belt of fertile
valleys that follows the western base
of the great mountain range of Utah

is an earthquake distriet, and
this despite the fact that since
fts  first  settlement in 1850 no

important tremors have been recorded,
It s a matter of geologic history that
the Wasatch range is gradually risipg,
and that this rise |8 not uniform in
time and place, but is accomplished
by small and sudden displacements
more or less localized, with Intervals
of rest, Of the lengths of these inter-
vals we have no means of judging, and
no one can predict the date of the next
movement, but it is beyond question
that such movement will take place,
and that when it occurs the adjacent
valley will experience an earthquake.
Neither 18 ft possible to predict with
great confidence what portion of the
district will be most affected, but If
the orogenic force is aproximately con.
stant, and the rhythym In lts visible
work s due to the necessity for accu-
mulated energy to overcome friction,
then the localities with fresh fault.
searps may reasonably he assumed to
be except from faulting for a longer
rvrlod than those In which only ancient
ault-geraps are geen, Reasoning thus
I was led to sound a note of
warning in Salt Lake City, which
stands close by aa exceptional section
of the range, when the fault scarps
are 8o anclent as to be largely obliter-
ated."”

Dr. Gllbert's note of warning ap-
peared In a letter published Sept. 20,
1883, and has been relterated since; to
insure Its preservation it was repub-
lished in the American Journal of
Sclence, January, 1884,

“While admitting in full the evidence
of crust-block fracture along the base
of the Wasatch and westward in the
Great Basin reglon, 1 deny the indica-
tions of danger of great earthquake
shocks In consequence., On the con-
trary 1 assume that the cxistence of
fracture planes ig rather an indication
of safety than of danger, for such frac-
tures are really planes of easement al-
lowing the relief of subterranean Jifting
forces by constant and slight move-
ment, rather than restraining them un-
til the cummulative energy Is great
enough to cause a disastrous break,
To me these fracture planes are analo-
gous to the surtures in the animal or
human skull, permitting movement and
even fracture In the restricted area ot
A separate bone, and tending to pre-
vent the disruption of the whole,

“Truly I regard al fears of impending
disaster by earthquake or volcanle
eruption in Utah as based on pure
speculation.”

GONFESSED THE
OGDEN MURDER.

Young, one of the Desperadoes in
Jail Here, Tells of it,

OFFICERS HERE FROM 0GDEN

Have the Bullet Taken from the
Chinaman’s Hody ~ Compnre
Shoes with Foorprints

————

Chlef of Pollce Browning, Sheriff
Layne and Detective Pender of Ogden,

came down from the Junction City this
morning to see Young and Brown, the
desperate eriminals who were 80 olev.
erly captured by Sergt, “"Dick” Edding-.
ton and Officer Abe Randolph early last
Sunday morning,

The fellows are now securely locked
in the county jall, but in all probabilitg
they will before long, be taken to Og-
den to answer for the crime of mur-
dering the Chinaman, Gee Yam,

Detective Pender and Sherlff Layne
called at the county jall today and took
@ look at the prisoners, At first glance
they were thoroughly convineed that
the fellows were the right men. The
officers’ bellef was confirmed when they
were shown the two new hats found
in the possession of Young and Brown.
The officers are positive the hats are
the same that were bought in Ogden
at the time of the murder, and belong
to the men afterward described by the
Chinamen,

The officers brought down with them
the bullet taken from the dead man's
body, and this afternoon they are mak-
Ing a search of the pawn-shops and
gecond-hand stores in the hope of find-
ing some more guns,

In addition to the above facts, it
was learned today that through the ef-
forts of Sheriff Naylor, Young has ad-
mitted that he and Brown “turned the
trick at Ogden,"” and killed the Mon-
gollan, Young made that gtatement at
the county jail this morning, but the
name of the person to whom the sgtate-
ment was made, Is withheld at the re.
quest of the offlcers.

The pleture of Young has been re-
celved from the Idaho state prison,
where he served seven years for grand
larceny, He wag released from that
institulon on the 27th of last month,
and immediately picked up Brown and
the two drifted down to Ogden,

This morfiing the officers secured a
diagram of the fellows’ shoes and they
are to be compared with the tracks left
near the Chinaman's hut by the mur-
derers,

CONFESSION CONFIRMED.

At a late hour this afternoon Bherift
Naylor confirmed the report that
Young had confessed to kiliing the Chi-
naman, Sheriff Naylor wus greatly
surprised that the "“News” was in-
formed as to some of the facts and al-
though he would not say to whom the

gmonar confessed, he admitted that
¢ got a confession from Young this
morning.

Sheriff Naylor, Deputy Sheriff Ra-
lelgh and the Ogden officers have been
out nearly all day trying to locate the
place where the gun was purchased,
and they were finally successful in lo-
cating the place, Young bought the
gun and cartridges at the Salt Lake
hardware store, and the clerk who sold
the things saw Young's plcture this
morning and quickly and positively
{dentified him as the man, Young al-
80 bought the saws there, The fellow
stated that he had the saws hid in the
city jail, but it is now known that this
statement was false and that he had
the saws on him at the time of his ar-
rest. He bought them at the hardwar:
store at the time he bought the gun,
The latter has been disposed of but the
;)mcerl are confident they will yet find
1.

The Ogden officers will return to the
Junction city this evening but will re-
turn to this eity on Monday when they
will bring with them the two Chinamen
who It I8 claimed are able to I(den-
tify the murderers. With the facts that
SheriffNaylor has been able to ascertain
together with Young's confession, it is
now practically certain that they have
the murderers, and that they will be
tu:(en back to Ogdin to answer for the
crime,

CAPT, MUGGAH'S LAST LETTER.

Indicated that He Had a Present-
fment of Disaster.

New York, May 17.—In a letter writ-
ten just before he started on his last
voyage, which ended when his ship was
destroyed in the roadstead off 8St,
Plerre by the explosion of Mont Pelee,
Capt. G, T. Muggah Indicated that he
had a presentiment of impending disas-
ter, The letter was written to an old
friend, the captain of a Canadlan gov-
ernment steamer,

To Capt, Muggah, Mont Pelee, In
Martinique, and the Soufriere of 8t,
Vincent, were old acquaintances, More
than once he had salled under their
shadows, and he had not the confldence
in them that was displayved by the na-
tives of the West Indlan islands, In
his letter he sald:

“We are leaving here for Martinique
In the morning and I hope the old Ror-
lama will do as well as she did on her
last voyage. We have some passengers
this trip, including the mate's family
and other women, I hope that they will
get through all right.

“I head a pecullar yarn from a priest
not long ago about the forming of a
lake on the summit of Mont Pelee, llke
the one formed in 1812 on Soufriere,
Really, T have a creeping  sensation
when under the lee of the mighty
crater,”

King Alfonso
[akes the Oath

Becomes King in Fact as Well,yas in Name--Swears to Up-
hold the Spanish Constiution~ Magnificent Proces-
sion From Palace to Chamber of Depulies.

Madrid, May 17.—King Alfonzo at-
tained his majority today and became
king In fact as well as In name, having
reached the age, sixteen, prescribed by
the constitution,

Beautiful weather favored this, the
central day of the fetes, At an early
hour all the bands of music of the

troops compasing the garrison marched
through the principal streets, playing
lively marches, to the royal palace,
where they performed beneath the win-
dows of the king's apartments.

The royal procession was formed on
the Plaza de Armas {n front of the pals
ace shortly before 2 p. m,, and proceed.
ed to the chamber of deputl's where,
In the presence of the senators and
deputies the king took the oath to up-
hold the constitution,

A MAGNIFICENT SPECTACLE,

The processlon was a spectacle of me.
dieval magnificence, Great group:. on
horseback opencd the march, They
were followed by four Dbuglers and
cymbal players from the royal §u-
bles, whose horges were led by grooms
on foot; four muace-beavers on four
horges, with oriental trappings, led by
hand; two of the king's riding horses,
two of the queen rogent’s riding hors-
es, ready saddled, led by grooms, and

six other roval horses, covered w.th
handsome velvet cloths of red, blue
green and yellow, embroidired with

armorial bearingg in gold and sllyer,
Then come twelve of the principal out-
riders who directly proceded a line of
quaint, historical coaches, emblazned
with armorial bearings and embellished
with massive glit ornamentation, The
coachmen and footmen wore briltlant
Louis XVI Hveries and the trappngs
of the horses were of the most gor=
geous description., The first vehicle,
bronze colored, drawn by four blick
horses, was occupled by four masters
at arms, After it came the so-called
“Prig" coach, occupled by the court
chamberlains and twgve state chariots
belonging to grandes of Spain. In
them were seated palace functionaries
of high rank. The next carriage, hav-
ing 8ix sable horses attached to It
was occupied by the Infanta Isabella,
and Infanta Eulalle,

PRINCE OF THE ASTURIAS,

A detachment of horseguards separ-
ated the foregoing carriages from a
very pretty tortoise shell coach, in
which were seated the Prince and Prin-

cess of the Asturlas, the brother-in-law |

and sister of the king. The entire body
of this vehicle was veneered in dark,
tortoise shell color, except for a border
of paintings, illustrating the history of
Solomon. It was drawn by six chest-
nut colored horses,

The tortoise shell carriage was fol.
lowed by & heavy mahogany coach,
called the “comch of respect,” whith
wag not accupied, This vehicle was
directly preceded by the royal char-
fot to meet an emergency or In case of
a breakdown, To it were harncas:d
elght chestnut horses driven by four
outriders,

A detachment of the royal body-
guard rode in front of the massively
gllded charlot termed the “esoyal
Crown,' having gilt allegorical figures
standing out in rellef from the panels
and whose roof was surmountetd by a
heavy gliged crown. The gold plated,
mouided lampg of this carriage were
especially striking, belng inset with im-
itatlon jewels, The hammer cloth, a
wonderful plece of embroidery work, is
valued at $18,000,

KING AND QUEEN REGENT,

The king and the gueen regent were

| seated, side by side, In the royal coach,

and were accompanied by the Infant'a
Marie Teresa, youngest sister of his
majesty, It was drawn by elght flie
speckled grays In dark red harneds,
having heavy ormolu ornamentaticn,
Immense white ostrich plumes wavid
from. the heads of these horses,

The officers of the King's military
household and three squadrons of the
King's bhodyguard cloged the parade,

The procession, which emerged from
the courtyard of the palace nmid the
booming of ecannon, procesded at a
walking pace through the streets, gay
with flags and bunting and beneath fes-
toons of evergreen which at some parts
of the route formed veritable valleys
of follage and flowers, to the chamber
of deputies, before the steps of which
had been erected a purple canopy. A
delegatlon conglsting of twelve senators
and twelve deputies recelved their ma-
jesties at the steps and preceded by
the mace-bearers, they were conducted
through the ante chambers, filled with
courtiers and others who were unable
to ind accommodation in the chamber
{tself. The king, queen regent and the
Princa and Princess of the Asturias as-
conded a platform especially construct-
ed, facing the gemi-clreular, gilded hall,
around which the benches were fllled
to their capaclity by senators, deputles,
courtiers and ministers. The forelgn
princes and other gpeclal envoys were
gented fmmediately to the right of the
platform, which was draped with red.
Four gilded arm chalrs were placed In
the front of the platform beneath a red
eanopy. The king and queen regent,
who had entered together, took the
center seats and the prince and prin-
88 of the Ausurlas seated themselves
ta thé others. On the left of the king
stood a table on which was a Bible with
a sliver erucifix behind it. On the side
of his majesty was a stool on which
was a golden crown, blazing with pew-
els and a sceptre,

The trial proper of the Mortensen
case will probably begin on Wednesday
morning, as it is very likely that the
remaining three jurors will be secured
out of the 150 names drawn from the
box yesterday, 76 being returnable Mon-
day morning and 76 on Tuesday morn-
ing. Yesterday being "black Friday,"
not one juror was secured, the same
was true of a week ago yesterday.

When court adjourned yesterday af-
ternoon at 8 o'clock, %0 names had
been exhausted, and the special venires
{ssued just before adjournment bring
the grand total of jurors summoned
up to 740, being more than six times as
many as were summoned on the Ben-

brook case. There are now only 196
names left in the jury box, but It s
hoped that the three jurors will be

secured before having to resort to the
fesuance of an open venire,

To illustrate the lrregularity with
which success has attended the efforts
of the attorneys In securing the nine
jurors already sworn, Joseph Smith,
the first one secured, was the second
man that was examined and passed his
voir dire, Samuel Bringhurst was the
fourth, then 14 men were examined be-
fore H. T. Shurt!iff was secured, he be-
ing the eighteeenth, J. M. Barlow was
number 87, and only four were exam-
fned when Bterling R. LeRoy was
sworn in. Henry Tribe was number
73, then 102 men, the largest number
between selection of any two jurors,
were excusged before Michael Kopp was
chosen, he being number 175; W, A,
Bills was number 206, and J. T. Alex-
ander, the lust one secured, was the
2%5th man examined. Between the first
and last jurors there were 209 talesmen
examined and excused for cause and

Those best informed connect their er-
rand with the developments of the Utan
gugar company in the Rear River val.
ley, and the long promised railroad to
this district. Certain It is that with a
new factory on the banks of the Bear
river, in full operation a year from now,
the Sugar company will have to have
either steam or electric connection

through the fleld, and the supposition
ig that the Short Line, tempted by the
developments of the beet sugar Indy.
try In the Bear River valley, have de.
cided to make an extension of thelr
Iine.

Soufriere’s Eruption Was Sublime
Beyond Imagination,

A BLACK RAIN OF DUST FELL

Thundering Nolses from Mountuin
And Earthquake Shocks Produce
Scene of kneredible Horror,

————

London, May 17.—A dispatch to the
Dally Mall from Kingstown,Island of 8t
Vincent ,contains an excellent descrip-
tion, by the Rev. Mr. Rarrell, of the
eruption of La Soufriere, Mr, Darrell
said:

“We rowed to within eight miles of
the crater, from which a majestic body
of vapor ascended, The scene was sub-
lime heyond imagination, Steam, smoke
and lava formed an awtul pillar which
Uppeared to us to be at least elght miles
high, We rowed on, but an immense
c¢loud of dark and dense voleanic ma-
terial descended In our pathway lm-
peding our progress and warning ug to
stop,

“The mighty bank of sulphurous va-
por ussumed the shape of a gigantic
promontory, it then became & mass
of revolving cloud, which turning with
Incredible veloeity, assumed beautiful
flower shapes, some dark, some efful-
gent, while others were pearly white
und all were brilllantly {lluminated by
electric Nashes

“Darkness then fell upon the waters
and a black rain of dust descended up-
on us. The thundering noises from the
mountain and the earthquake shocks
all produced a scene of incredible ma-
Jesty and horror, The plutonie energy
of the mountain increased momentar-
Hy untll our boat returnedto Kingstown
the crew cowed and impressed with the
welrdnes of the scene and  covered
thickly with the falling gray dust.”

The cable repair ship Pouyer Quer-
tler, says the dispatch to the Dalily
Malil, has found the bed of the acean
much disturbed. At one place the ship
found 500 fathoms of water where only
800 fathoms were down on the charts.

New York, May 17.—The Britigh
steamship, Lord Antrim, has arrived at
Perth Amboy, from 8t, Luela, from
which port she salled on May 6,

8, A, Kerlin, beaten by negroes; W,

in the thigh;, Call Officer Spreadiin,
wounded in the arm. Unknown negro,
shot through hand.

The fight between the officers and the
negroes occurred in Pittsburg, a negro
settiement, directly south of the clty
limits on McDaniel street, The oflicers
attempted to arrest five negroes sus-
pected of having beaten Former Police~
man Kerlin nearly to death yesterday
afternoon, The negroes resisted arrest
by entrenching themselves in a house
and the fight resulted. As soon as in-
formation of the fight between the ne«
groes and the officers reached the city,
wagon loads of pollcemen heavily
armed, were hurried to the scene and
Gov, Candler ordered out a detach-
ment of the state militia, The shool-
ing was followed by a speech from
Sheriff Nelms of Fulton county, advis-
ing calmness on the part of the crowd
and the efforts of the officers thereafter
were directed toward controlling the
temper of the white men who were
walking the streets of the suburb with
drawn weapons,

Atlants, Ga,, May 17.~Yesterday af-
ternoon while returning to his home on
the McPherson road, former Policeman
8. A, Kerlin, was waylald by flve ne-
groes with whom he had had trouble
while a member of the force, But for
the timely arrival of a trolley car,
which frightened his asasilants away,
Kerlin would have been killed. A ser-
geant stationed at Fort McPherson
found Kerlin unconscious.

At midnight County Policeman Gold-
en heard that Kerlin'gs five assailants
were located in a house on McDaniel
street and hastened to the city and se-
cured a warrant for their arrest,

Policeman Golden was joined by Ol
cers Dunbar and Cheshire, and accom.
panied by a number of Kerlin's neigh-
bore, including Owen Heard, the party
started for the hiding place of the ne-
groes, arrlving at 1:30 o'clock this
morning,

INMATES OPEN FIRE.

As the officers approached the house
the Inmates opened fire and Owen
Heard fell to the ground, He was borne
out of range by his companions, The
house was at once surrounded by the
posse and daylight was awaited for
another attack, the officers having
determined to make the arrests unaide
¢d, The house in which one of the ne.
groes named Richardson was located
belonged to Annie Wilburn, also col-
ored, Richardson owned the store ad-
Joining the house, Here he kept am-
munition and guns and was therefore
well prepared for a fight,

CALLED ON TO SURRENDER.

At 6 o'clock this morning the little
group of officers who had watched the
house all night, approached the place
and called upon those within to sur-
render. In reply they reeclved a vol-
ley of shots, one of which killed Coun-
ty Officer Batele. The attacking party
retreated some distance and from be-
hind trees and telegraph and trolley
poles commenced firlng into the store.
In a few minutes the door of the house
was thrown open and Wil King, a
negro, ran out and surrendered. Inside
the house Richardson had an unob-
structed view in three directions,

One block away Policeman Tom
Grant, who was among those summaoned
to the scene, stepped from his shelter

USED CAPTURED NEGRO.,

The officers determined to make use
of King,the negro who had surrendered,
and at the point of 4 Winchester they
forced him to walk up to the rear of
the house and fire it.  As soon as the
flames were digcovered, the officers,
eager 1o get the inmates of the house,
stpped out of their sheter In every dl-
rection. Again there was a shot from
the house, and thig time [t was Officer
Edward Crabtree who met death,

FATAL SBHOT,

An Instant ater there vas a third
ghot and County Policemar Robert Oge
borne fell dead,

The shooting had by this time ate
tracted hundreds of people and nearly
every man who came to the scene care
rled a rifle.  The shooting into the
house became general, citizens and offi
cers firing together,

MILITIA ORDERED OUT,

Gov, Chandler, advised by telephone
of the rioting, hastily ordersd out the
militia, Capt, W, W, Barker, of the
Fifth regiment was ordered to proceed
with fifty men and a platoon gun to
the geene of the shooting and co-oper-
ate with the city authorities and the
sheriff of Fulton county, Chief of Po-
lice Ball and Sheriff J. W, Nelms, also
hurried to the scene,

W.T, Jackson, a street car conductor,
was one of those who hurrled to the
scene, As he was nearing the house
he was shot in the right hip, prec a-
ably by Richardson,

A negro cabman driving a spectator
to the vicinity of the rioting was hit
in the hand by a bullet,

Call Officer 8pradlin, speeding to the
scene on his bicycle, recelved a wound
in the arm.

HOUSES ORDERED FIRED.

The desperado Richardson had been
lost slght of, The house burned rap-
idly and a number of inmates wers seen
to run to the store, to a4 wood. nd
to a barn. Orders were quickly glver
to fire every bullding into which the
negroes had been driven, and In a few
minutes the bulldings were burning

A main sewer that runs through
part of the city was utliized by two
the negroes as a possiole rieans of o8
cape’ W no avail

The crowd had increased untll al
least 3,000 people, 2000 of whom at
Jeast were armed surrounded the burns
fng area. Soon from the mouth of the
sewer Milton Rosby, & negro, was seen
to emerge. A shout went up and the
fleeing negro who struck out over an
adjacent lot, was being pursued. Shot
after shot rang out and in a few min-
utes he fell dead. The pursulng party
quickly surrounded him and fllled his
body with lead, He was literally shot
to pleces.

The crowd of enraged citizens had
scarcely finished this work whet an-
other negro was seen coming out of the
gewer, He too made a run for life and
managed to get into the back yard of
one of the neighboring homes, where,
surrounded by several head of cattle,
he was filled with lead.

The first started by the. attacking
party spread rapldly and soon the en-
tire block of bulldings, nearly all negro
houses, was destroyed,

The police were busy arresting the
few mnegroes found in the vicinity,
among them Steve Nesbit and Jim
Singleton—belleved to he members of
Richardson’s gang. The police had
great difficulty in getting out of the
crowd of enraged people, with the col«
ored men, A mob of 2,000 surged around
the patrol wagon and cried for the
life of the men under arrest, The offi-
cers, throwing their men into the bot-
tom of the wagon, drew their revolve
forced their way through the crow
and 20 minutes later lodged thelr prise
oners in the county jail.

In less than an hour the block of
wooden houses was burned to the
ground and a search of the ruins was
begun. In a woodshed In the rear of
Richardson's store, was found a skull
and near it the steel barrel of a rifle,

It {8 belleved that the skull repre-
gented all that s left of the negro who
did the shoeting,

The police belleve they have arrested
all the negroes directly concerned, bus
have given ordre to bring into custody
all suspicious characters.

The rioting caused the utmost ex-
citement not only in the little suburb
of Plttsburg where it occurred, but all

over the city.

Word was received In this city last
night that a deal has been consummat-
ed in 8t. George by which for a consid-
eration of not less than $100,000 the
Paymaster group of claims has changed
owners, Brigham Jarvis and associs
ates selling out. The “News” {nform-
ant states that Wm. B, Thompson, the
capitalist of Butte and Bogton, and one
of the owners of the famous Shannon
mine at Clifton, Arizona, s the pur-
chaser and that the deal was arranged
by Andrew J. Malloy, the Colorado and
Utah promoter, who has been so sig-
nally successful in Interesting capital-
ists In Western mining propositions.
Mr. Malloy was not to be seen last
evening or this morning to verify the
news of the deal, which is stated to
be the forerunner of the consolidation
of the Dixle and Paymaster groups

under one management, Such a deal
would involve about $1,000,000,

The Paymaster group consists of
eight full mining claims adjoining the
Dixle mine on the south. It is stated
that not more than 400 feet of develop-
ment work has been done, In the nae
