Castries, 8t Lucla, May 21.-Reports
received here (oday confirm  the dis-
patches announcing that a panic pre-
vulled at Fort de ffrance, Martinlque,
yvotetrday., The town was covered with
ashes, stones were falling and a tidal
wave added to the terror of the popula-
ton, which was fleelng to the hills,
Three hundred refugees have just ar-
rived here. and thousands have em-
barked for the nelghboring islands

Yesterday's eruption from Mont
Pelee was violent In the extreme, (o-
losgal columns of voleanic matter were
ejecied from the voleano, which rained
huge, red-hot boulders, many feet in
diameter, on the vains of #t, Pierre and
the country near {t, from an enormous
elevation and with fearful veloeity,
The voleanie elouds advanced until
they reached Fort de France,

The spectacle was appaliing and be-
yond description. The whole popula-
tion of Fort de TPrance was thrown into
a frenzy of panie, during which sol-
diers, police, men and women, all ters
rifted, frantie, weeping and praying,
rushed through the streets, while over-
head the glowing, fery clouds rolled
relentlessly and rained down stones,
still hot, amidst the swirllng ashes,

Results Obtainod from Ascent of 259 1o
11,000 Meters Submitted,

At Great Altitudes Warmer Atmoss

Berlin, May 22.-~Teteserrence de Dort
of Paris has submitted the results ob-
talned from the ascentg of 269 balloons
when altitudes of 11,000 meters or more
were attained, to the International
Aeronautical club. The thermometrical
apparatus employed in these ascents
recorded the presence of a warmer ats
mosphere above 10,000 meters, having
well defined boundaries. Privy Counclls
or Armann of Berlin has confirmed this
statement made by M, de Bort. The
former sent up rubber balloong to an
altitude of 16,600 meters, which trae,
versed a warm atmospheric belt be-
tween the heights of 11,000 and 13,000
meters

Count Palazzo of Rome, of the Italian
division of the commmission, announced
that Italy will join In the commission's
investigntions of atmospheric condie
tions, and said that the Italian governe
ment is erecting an observatory for this
purpose on top of Monte Hlosa (in the
Pennino  alps, altitude 15,215 feet),
Count Palazzo also said that this obe
garvatory will be used for experiments
in the matter of curing tuberculosls by
high altitudes.
