many palrs of footprints were made in

In adtition to what Mr, Penrose had
heard Mr. Sharp sald at the wagon,
ng told upon direct examination, he now
recalled that when the cloth was re-
moved from the body Mr. Sharp said
“That & my poor son."

Upon refdirect examination Mr. Pen-
rose answered Mr. Elchnor that the
four setg of tracks which he fipst saw
on the ground led directly from the
fence to the grave, The footprints all
apneared to be about the same size
When at the police station on the day
of the discovery of the bady witness
eald he remarked 1o defendant that he
thought the perpetrator of the dead
wenld be apprehended gooner or later
and that he hoped defendant would be
ahle to clear himself, as it looked very
dark for defendant just then. Morten-
gon answered that he thonght he could
elear himself of all susplelon.

‘Mr. Stewart again clogely questioned
the witness as to his chservation of
the footprinte and thelr size, and court
took vecess until 2 o'clock.

Mr, E. C. Penrose continued his tes.
timony at the opening of this after-
noon's  gession - of the eourt, being
cross-questioned by Mr. Barnard Stew.
art, He gtated that on Friday he vis-
{ted the grave and vie'nity in com-
pany with Mr, Gill also of the “News,"
and met Mr. 8harp and others In search
of the hat, the money and the gun,
The object of the visit of witness and
his newspaper companion was to find
the pistol if possible, Mr, Sharp was di-
recting the men in thelr digging and
sald that they would find the articles
in question and would therefore prove
what there was in revelation,

To Mr. Efchnor the witness sald that
when the patrol wagon had gone about
80 yards on the way up town with the
body when Officer Davis asked for
Mortensen's rubberg and he and Officer
Sperry took them and left the wagon
and returned towards the scene of the
tragedy.

When witness had asked for a pick
and shovel at Hendrie's store Morten-
gen sald, “When you find out what it
g, come and let us know.,” When he
veported 1o Mr, Young and the defend-
ant that It was a man's body that was
in the mound they went down and be-
gan to uncover it. After the face was
exposed Peter Mortensen said "They've
killed Jimmie, they've treated him
cruelly.” Witness and the others went
over the fence to the west of the bloody
tracks and approached the grave in a
rather roundabout way, Andrew Chris.
tensen walked in the tracks made from
the fence to the grave, which he saw
when he firet went into the field, Wit-
ness had warned people not to walk in
those footprints, but Andrew Christen-
sen walked there notwithstanding the
warning. There were ifo other people
who walked along there that he saw.
The ground in the fleld is uneven and
the grave was at the highest point in
that patch of ground, He rawy some
halr stuck on the south rall of the rail-
way and fastened there hy the blood,

At 8:20 the court took a recess and
the announcement was made that
George Ernest Romney would be the
next witness,

Frank Torgersen of Forestdale was
called by Mr. Elchnor and testified
that he {g a teamster and that on the
morning of Wednesday, Dec. 1§, 1901,
he left his home between 8 and 9
clock to look for his horses. Upon gos
ing into a pasture near the railroad he
gaw a mound of black dirt {n the midst
of the snow near the raiflroad fence,
He saw footprints in the snow leading
to the grave from the rallway track,
He also saw three patches of blood in
the snow between the grave and the
fence. Witness went to get a pick and
ghovel and after uncovering a portion
of the clothing he concluded to go and
notify the officers that he had dizcov-
ered a body. Near the streetear track
he met Mr, Royal B, Young and the de-
fendant at Hendrles' store and they
went back with him to the grave, To-
gether they uncovered the upper part
of the body and witness recognized the
features of James R. Hay, whom he
had known for a year previously.

Replying to Mr. C. B. Stewart the
witness sald that at first ne thought
the body of Cox's dog was buried un.
der the mound, bécause he knew the
dog, a valuable one, was missing.

Mr. MeFarlang, who (s a geologist of
no small note, kappened to be within a
few miles ©f the cause of this carth-
quake shook, This story Is Leel told
in Mr. McFariand's language:

“On April 1 about 7:30 In the morn.
ing, I waz just packing my cooking
utensils up when the air about me sud-
denly becans oppressed with a  dis-
tinet and uncommon silence. In my
wanderings through different wilds, |
had become u 10 uny strange freaks
of nature, but this one appalied me, 1

was in a rough mountainous country, i
should judge about 10 miles from the
bage of Mount Blackburn in South-
eastern Alaska, not far from the start.
Ing Yoint of the glacier which, as it
rears its face on the north Paclfic
ocean, is called Mulr, glacler,”

"A# this sllence gained on my senses,

the bright sunny moming seemed to
darken. Something unusus! was golng
to happen, but I knew not what,
. "All of a sudden the earth beneath
my feet shook: a low mournful rumb-
ling sound accompanied the quaking of
the earth, Almost with instinet 1
glanced up at Mount Blackburn. All of
a sudden, It seemed as if the peak had
opened and the polnts burst out as if
some mighty demon were forcing its
way upward, Then a ecloud of ashes
and smoke ghot Into the alr several
hundred feet, and then there seemed to
flow from the opening In the top, @&
stream of dirty stuff, mixed with large
and small boulders, This only contin-
ued for about ten minutes and then
censed as suddenly as it had bhegun,
The air cleared and then nature seemed
again to wenr her cheery smile,

“It was three days, after many peril-
ous attempts, before 1 succeeded In
reaching the base of the mountain,
Then I discovered that the country for
miles around had been very much af-
fected. The small undergrowth of
trees, had been entirely covered up,
Thig stuff which poured from the top
of the mountaln, was not even warm,
but seemed to consist of pure dust,
rocks and earthy substances. 1 only
gtayed on the spot a couple of hours,
then left for the coast. As near as 1
can find out that this mountain had
never been congidered of a voleanic na.
ture,"

SENATE.

Washington, June 2.—~General debate
on the Phillppines government bill hav-
ing been concluded, the senate when It
covened at 11 o'clock {oday agreed to

the arrangement that debgate gn the biil
should proceed under [he 15 minute rule,
Mr. Lodge, In charge of the bill, offered
several amendments, prinelpallly of a
verbal nature, to the bifl,  One of the
most important  wns  an amendment
striking out the veords, “Nor more
than 5,000 acres to any assgciation of
persons,”  relating to the digposition of
public lands, and inserting 4 provision
that “no such land ghall be leaged, let
or demiged to any corporation until a
law regulating the dispogition of pub-
lie lands, shall have been enacted and
approved."

Another amendment provided that
hereafter no cerporation sheuld be au-
thorized to engage in agriculture unless
provisions should be niade in the bill
made therefor,

An additional amendment provided
that all United States laws relating to
the entry, clearing and manlifests of
steamships and other vessels, plying be-
tween the United States and the Philip-
pines, should apply to such vessels,

The provision of the bill relating to
franchises was amended 20 as to pro-
hibit corporations from employing per-
gons held In  slavery or involuntary
gervitude,

A new gection was added to the bill
providing that the treasury of the
Philippine government shall be a de-
pogitory for such public moneyvs as the
secretary of the treasury may direct,

HOUSE,
Washington, June 2.~When the house
met today Mr. Burton (Ohle), reported
the report on the river and harbor bill

and gave notice that he would call it
up tomorraw,

Mr, Hitt ([llinplg), chairman of the
commimttee on foreign affalrs, from his
committeee presented a resolution call-
ing upon the president, If not Incoms-
patible with the public interests, for
full Information concerning the inves-
tigation of the British supply camps in
Loulsiana, made upon his  authority.
The resolution was a substitute for one
Introduced by Mr, Cochran (Missourl),
in substantlally the same terms, ex-
cept that it eliminated the call of the
report of the officer who made the in-
vestigation. The resolution was adopt-
ed without division,

Mr, Grogvenor (Ohlo) moved the pas-
eage under suspension of the rules of a
Joint resolution extending the thanks
of Congress to John Hay for hig me-
morlal address on McKinley last Feb-
ruary.

Mr. DeArmond objected to unanimous
congent of this resolution, Today Mr.
Richardson, the minority leader, de-
manded g second upon Mr, Grosvenor's
motion and it was ordered--93 to 02
Twenty minutes debate were allowed
on a side, Mr. Grosvenor explained
that Secy. Hay had been invited to
deliver the memorial address by both
houses of Congress, following which the
resolution of thanke wag offered In
terms identical with that passed by
Congress after George Bancroft, the
liistorian, had delivered the eéulogy up-
on Lincoln,

Mr, Richardson then ylelded his 20
minutes to Mr., Clark (Missouri), who
made an objection to the consideration
of the resolution in committee, Mr,
Clark said he appreciated that anyone
who opposed the pending resolution
would gunject himself to the criticism
of every editor In the United States,
who was ¢lgo postmaster, or who hoped
to be a postmaster, In what he ghould
have to say, he went on, he did not in-
tend to be proveked Into making and
intemperate or bitter remarks,

When Col, Hay arose to deliver his
oration on the occasion of the McKin-
ley memorial exerciges, Mr, Clark sald
he had an audlence only twice equaled
in the history of tRe country. In his
magnificent audlence were the presi-
dent, the supreme court, the members
of the diplomatic corps and many other
men distinguished in publie life, In
gome respects, Mr, Clark sald he had
A high regard for the secratary of state,
He was an historic personage. He had
made a name in literature, both In
prose and poetry, that any man might
envy. It was not against the man,
therefore, that his criticlsm was direct-
ed. It was because in the presence of
a great brilllant and sympathetic audi-
ence he nad abused the ocasion to in-
ject into his eulogy of McKinley a high
class stump speech,

The resolution was finally adopted,
128 to 46,

Terms of Peace
In South Africa

Burgher Forces fo l.ay Dou?n Arms—Wiil Acknowledge Ed-,

ward as Their Lawful Sovereign—~Prisoners to be
Brought Back—No Tax on Transvaal,

——

London, June 2 ~The demand tp’r ‘ne-
commodation in the house of condmons
this afternoon, to hear the statement of
the firgt lord of the treasury and gov-
ernment leader, A, J. Balfour, was un-
precedented, Mr, Balfour arose at 4:40
p. mi. and announced the terms of pence
In Bouth Afviea as follows: i

"His excellency, Lord Milner; hig ¢x-
cellency, Mr, Steyn; Gen. Rremner,
Gen, C, I, Dewet and Judge Hertrog,
acting in behalf of the Orange Free
State, and Gen, Schalk-Burgher, Gen,
Reltz, Gen, Louls Bothi and Gen, De-
larey, acting for their respective bur-
ghers, desiring to terminate the present
nostilitles, agree to the following terms:

“That the burgher forces in the fiFld
will forthwith lay down thelr arms and
hand over all thelr guns, rifles and am-

munition in thelr possession or er
their control, desist from further regist-
ance and acknowledge King Edward
VII as their lawful sovereign, The
manner and detafls of the su er
Wil be arranged between Lord Kitche-
ner and Commandant General Bolha,
assisted by Cen. Delarey and Chlet
Commandant Dewet, J
"Second—All  burghers outside the
limits of the Transvaal and Orang?
River colony,and all prisoners of wat &t
present outside South Africa, who are
burghers, will, on duly declaring their
acceptance of the position of subjects
of hig majesty, be brought back to thelr
homes as soon as means of transport
can be provided and means of subslst-
ence assured, |
Third—=The burghers so returning will
not be deprived of thelr personal liber-

ty or property.

Fourth—No  praceedings, civil or
eriminal, will be taken against any
burgher surrendered or returning for
any acts In connection with the prose-
cution of the war. The henefits of this
clauge do not extend to certain acts
contrary to the usages of war, which
had been notified by the command-r-
In-chlef to the Boer generals.and which
ghall be tried by court marshal afier
the close of hostilities,

Fifth—The Dutch language will be
taught in the public schools of the
Transvaal and Orange River colony,
where the pavents desire it, and will be
allowed In the courts of law, for the
better and more effectual administra -
tion of Justies. ;

Sixth--Possession of rifles will be al-
lowed in the Transyaal and Orang:
River colony to persons requiring them
for thelr protection, on taking out a
llcenge, according to law,

Seventh--The military administra fon
of the Transvaal and Orange River col-
ony will, at the earliest possible dale,
be succeeded Ly a civil government and,
#o soon e# clreumstances permit, repre-
gentative institutions leading up to self-
government, will be introduced,

Eighth=The question of granting the
franchise to natives will not be de-
cided until after the introduction of
self government,

Ninth—No special tax will be im-
posed on land property in the Trans-
vaal or Orange River colony to defray
the expenses of the war,

Tenth—As goon as the conditions per-
mit it, a committee on which the local
inhabltants will be represented will be
appointed in each distriet of the Trans-
vaal or Orange River colony,  under
the supervision of a magistrate or
otherwise for the purpose of assisting
people to their homes and for those
who are not able to provide for them-
golves ete,, Indispensable to the re-
sumiption of their normal oceupations.
His majesty's government will plae at
the disposal of these commissions the
gum of three millions pounds sterling
and will allow the notes issued under
the law of 1900 of the South African re-
public and all receipts given up to offi-
cers in the fleld of the late republics,
or under their orders, to be presented |
to a judicial commission which will be
appointed by the government and if
such notes and receipts are found by
this commission to have been duly Is-
sued In return for valuable considera-
tions they will be received by the first
aamed commission as evidences of
war Josses suffered by the persons to
which they were originally given.

“In addition to the above named free
grant of 3,000,000 pounds sterling his
majesty's government will be prepared
to make advances on loan for the same
purposes, free of interest for two yedrs,
and afterwards repayable, over a pers
jod of years with 3 per cent Interest

“No forefgner or rebel will Le ene
titled to benefit under this elause”

After he had concluded reading the
peace agreement, Mr. Balfour proceed-
ed:

“There are certain points not dealt
with in the document I have just read,
and which was signed on Saturday.
Therefore It miy be convenient if I
read a dispatch from Lord Kitchener to
the secretary of the state for war, dated
May 30, as follows:

A SUPPLEMENTARY STATEMENT.

‘“After handing the Boer delegites a
copy of the draft of the agreement, I
read them a statement ifid gave them
& copy of It, as follows:

“'His majesty's government must
place on record that the treatm:nt of
the Cape and Natal colonists whe have
been in rebellion, and who now sur-
render, will, If they return tc their
colonles, be determined by the olonial
courts and in accordance with the laws
of the coloniss, and any British sabjects
who have jolned the enemy will be lia-
ble to trial by the lJaw of that part of
the British empire to which they be-
long.

“‘His majesty’'s government are in-
formed by the Cape governmert that
their views regarding the terms to be
granted to British subjects In Cope Col-
ony, now in the field, or who have sur-
renderad or been captured, since April
12, 1901, are as follows with regard (o
the rank and file, they should all after
gurrender and giving up their arms,
gign & document before the resident
magistrate of the district in which they
surrender, acknowledge thenmseives
gullty of high treason, and the pun-
fehment to be accorded them, provided
they are not gullty of murder i acls
contrary to the usages of civilized war-
fare, shall be that they are not ntitled
for life, to be registered as vaters or
vote in any preliminary or previnefal
council or municipal election.

“'With reference to justices of the

peace, fleld cornets and all others who
hold official positiong under the govern-
ment of Cape Colony, or who have been
helding & position of authority or who
have had commande In  the rebel or
Boer forces, they shall be tried for
high treagon before the ordinary courts
of the country or such special courts
&8 may hereafter be constituted, thelr
punishment to be left to the discretion
of such court, with the proviso that In
no case shall the penalty of death be
Infiicted,

““The Natal government are of the
opinfon that the rebels should be dealt
with according to the law of that colo-
ny.'

“Thege arrangements,” concluded Mr,

Balfour “the government has ap-
proved.”
Bir Henry Campbell Bannerman, the

liberal leader, fn behalf of the opposi-
tion, sald unbounded satisfaction would
be felt throughout the emplre at the
conclusion of peace. They were unans
Imous in admiration of their late ene-
mies, now their friends and fellow citi-
zens, whose military qualities, tenaci-
ty of purpose, and gelf-sacriticing de-
votion to Hberty and country has won
them the respect of the whole world,
and, foremest of all, the respect of
their opponents, Every member offered
congratulations to the King and the
eountry on the thrice blessed restora-
tion of peace,

Mr. Balfour having announced the
government would take an early oppor-
tunity of moving a vote of thanks to
Lord Kitchener and the forces in South
Africa, the members of the house of
comimons returned to their ordinary
avocations.

BRITAIN MAKES HOLIDAY,

London; June 2—=With the exception
of Ireland, practically the whole of the
United Kingdom 18 hollday making to-
day, in honor of the conclusion of peace
in South Afrlca. The streets every-
where are thronged with people, who,
every now and then, relleve thelr over-
Blrung nerves by an outburst of hoarse
cheering, or by brayving penny trums-
pets. The tone of King Edward's mnes-
fage to the people, and the absence
therein of any note of exultation seems,
however, to have set a good example
and, while giving free vent to their own
satisfaction, the Britlsh are showing
small degire to crow over thelr late ene-
mies,

Flags and bunting are everywhere
displayed, church bells are ringing, sa-
lutés are being fired and there Is gen-
erul jubilation gn all sides,

Crowds of suburbanites poured o
London at an early hour and converged
toward the usual centers, the Mansion
House  royal exchange, Trafalger
square, ete, and quickly bedecked
themselves with tiny flags, buttons and
hadges,

At Intervals, some enthusiast starts
singing “God Save the King," which is
taken up by the happy throngs and 1s
heard for miles through the neighboring
streets from one end of the metropolis
to the other.

The earliest demonstrations on the
stock exchange, where the members ar-
rived an hour earlier than ugual, coms-
menced at the bldding up of South
Africans securities and consols. One
the official opening “God Save the
King" was sung by all present and a
telegram was disgatehed to Lord Kiteh-
ener as follows:

“The members of the London stock
exchange join with the rest of the Brit.
Ish empire In rejolcing at the end of the
lengthened campalgn. Peace with hon-
or I8 a Aitting prelude to peaceful coro-
natlon celebrations. Heartiest congrat-
ulations to your lordship and brave
boys.”

Thé members of the stock exchange
then marched to the Mansion House and
serenaded the lord mayor, Sir Jos. C.
Dimsdale, and afterward resumed busl-
ness byt without much heart for their
work,

Later in the day a levee at and a cab-
inet meating in Downing street attract-
ed hmmense crowds. Thousands of peo-
ple. awalted the arrival of the cabinct
ministers and the scenes which greeted
the favorites have not been equalled in
many years,

Many of the ministers wore court
dress, on account of having to be pres-
ent at the levee, which added to the
Attractiveness of the occaslion,

It is almost needless to wdd that
Jozeph Chamberlain, the colonial secre.
tary, came in for speclal attentlon from
the masses, The pollce were unabie to
hold them In bounds and crowds surg-
ed around Mr. Chamberlain's carriage,
shouting' congratulations  untll the
colonial secretary escaped within the
hullding.

On the adjournment of the cablnet
meeting, the crowd repaired to BHuck-
ingham palace and 8t. James palace
and further relleved their feellngs by
cheéering the king and other notabilities
who attended the levee, at which the
United States ambassador, Joseph H
Choate, and all the members of the
embassy, and a nurnber of speclal coro-
nation envoys, were present, Teles
grams received from all parts of the
provinces testify to the extreme joy
felt by all classes of business at the
concluslon of the war. At many plaoes
the magistrates discharged all the pris.
oners charged with light offenses. A
singular fact is that the first news of
the conelusion of peace was recelved
in Windsor by telephone from Berlin
and Paris,
