SBlater Margaret Eliza Uttley Tolman,
daughter of Little John Uttley and
Ilizabeth Rutledge, died May 30th, at
the home of her daughter, Mrs, Emery
Harrus, at Fairview, Wyo., after elght
months of suffering from a complica~
tlon of digensey

Sister Tolman was born In Perry
county, Alabama, April 26th, 1885, and
wag baptized by Apostie Franklin D,
Richards, when 11 years old,

While crogsing the plains in 1852 she
guffered grently from privation and
hardships Incident to the trip, Cholera
breaking out in the camp she Wwas
bereft of her mother and oldest slster
on the same day; and was compelled to
goe them burled by the roadside, with«
out coffing, only a fow miles apart,

In 1853 she married Cyrus Tolman of
Tooele county, where she llved for a
number of years, when she removed to
Hanpete, and from there to Richfield,
Hevier county, where she llved from 1865
to 1867, when she with others were
driven out by the Indlans, leaving all
her earthly possessions behind,

Slgter Tolman agaln settled In Toos
ele afterward removing to Rush Valley,
wherg she lived until 1548, when the
family, consglsting of the mother, six
sons and two daughters, with thelr
familles, removed to Star Valley, Wyo,

Sigter Tolman posscssed u Strong per-
sonal character and wielded an Influence
for good wherever she went, Being a
demcendant of the Rutledge family, one
of whom, Edward, was a signer of the
Declaration of Independence, she in-
herited a strong love for eountry,

Not less gtrong was her love for, and
devotion to, the Gospel of Christ,

Possessed with the glft of falth to a
remarkable degree, her children were
