ter that Mr, Sharp takes Mortengen,
Sheets, Homney and his son Heber
Sharp and others into the north room
and there Peter Mortensen tells how he
guld Hay the money. Mortengen shows

harp where he last saw Hay, He went
to the door and saw him when he left
the gate, Mr. Sharp insists upon the
particular spot where Mortensen last
saw his son-in-law, Mortensen reallzes
that Mr, Sharp lg full of feeling and
sorrow and he goes down and desig-
nates the place he last saw Hay. Then
Mr, Sharp sald that is the spot where
my son was murdered, and naturally
Mortensen saks him how he knows that
Hay was murdered. Mr, Sharp replied
that the proof of It would be that the
body would be found in the fleld not a
mile from the spot and within 24
hours, Then he charged Peter Mor.
tensen with the crime, Sheets sald
he sald to Romney and Mortensen
“you people are responsible Sheets
sald he sald it 26 times, and T doubt
not he gaid it 50 times, he was so full
of sorrow, Then he goes to the cellar
window and looks In and calls Peter
Mortengen an inhumane being for keep-
ing the money in the house, Mr. Mor-
tensen went to the cellar to get the
money and he took a light, and If any-
one was about they could have seen
him get the money. On the stand here
Mr, Sharp said it was vile and that no
honest man would keep that much
money In the house.

MONEY ON WALL.

No one could ses the top of that wall
from the outside, and when you con-
sider it was & very desirable place to
keep the money. No one would ever
suspect jt being there. When he got
to the patrol wagon and began talking
to the body of his son-in-law, he did not
speak to Mortensen, and when he sald
he murdered you for a paltry plece of
paper Mortensen considered his feelings
as a gentleman, and sald nothing.
Mortensen realized that censure was
upon him for paying the money. But
he went to Sharp's to see what he
could do. And Mr. Sharp welcomed
him to hig home, although he believed
Mortensen gullty and had seen blood on
the track.

Be-
cause in the preliminary hearing he
rose to his feet and pointing his Hpger
at that man, and with all the solemnity
of a prophet charged Peter Mortensen
with the crlgie, | was innocent and I
asked him how he knew i, He sald
God revealed It to him. When Bharp
sald you killed my wson, dld you not,
gentlemen, ask In your own minds ‘how
do you know 1t”  Would 1 net have
been @ coward to keep sllent through
mere sentiment, when they try to con
viet a man upon revelation and vislons,
Why did Mr. Elchnor refer to it?

“They have eyes” replled Stewnart,

black, Now I want to ank Mr. Eichnos
If he belleves that revelation, Let him
tell this jury If he belleves it. 1f he
does not why did he put Mr. 8harp on
the stand? This {8 a case where a
man’s life 18 at stake and where great
principles are at stake, and 1 care noth-
ing for friendship, I fear nelther friends
nor eneinles.

DEATH SUDDENLY CLAIMS

A YOUNG
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BUSINESS MAN.

Albert E. Walker Dies at the Holy Cross Hospital, Following a
Second Operation for Appendicitis—Leaves Wife
With Seven Weeks Qld Babe.
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ALBERT

Albert K. Walker, son of the late J.
R, Walker, died at 7 o'clock this morn-
ing, from abdominal hemorrhage con-
gequent upon an unusually severe case
of appendicitis, Death was the more
dlstressing because until yesterday, the
prospects were considered excellent for
his vecovery, and the members of his
family who had been watching con-
stantly by his bedside had gone away
feeling sure that the point of danger
had passed.

The unfortunate young man was at
the Walker farm on the 4th inst, when
he was seized with palng that clearly
indicated appendicitis. He was removed
as soon as possible to the Holy Cross
hospital in this city, and medical at-
tention given at ofice to his case, It
was found that a most unusual compli-
catlon of conditions existed. It seems
that the patient had suffered from sev-
eral attacks of inclplent appendicitis
previously, and from these there had
formed two enterollths, or sraall stone-
like formutions in the vermiform appen=~
dix. The latter organ was found in a
gangrenous condition and through
whose disintegrated walls, the stones
had forced thelr way Into the peritoneal
cavity, *The actlon had resulted In in-
flammation and the formation in and
around the appendix of a sack of pus.
The necessary operation was quickly
and successfully performed, and the pa.
tient showed every indication of recov-
ery. But yesterday morning, after he
had eaten a good breakfast, he was
selzed  with  severe paing above
the puble cavity, and which in-
creased  with  intensity, Towards
evenling, it was  dlagnosed by
the physiclans that an Intestinal
lesfon had occurred followed by
hemorrhage, and ag the gravity of the
gltuation became evident, an effort wa®

BOFRS ARE STILL SURRENDERING.

Up to Date 11,225 Have Come
Only Eleven Years of Age

In=Many Are Youngsters of
— Only Bitterness Observ-

able Among Leaders is Against France and Germany.

Pretoria, Wednesday, June 11,~In all
11,26 Boers have surrendered up to
date, Many are youngsters of eleven
vears old and upwards. The majority
are under 30 though some are septua-
generlans, Advices from all the dis-
tricts say that the burghers are in-
creasingly friendly. The only bitter-
ness observable among the leading
Boerg here Is agalnst France and Ger-
many. They declare the war was pro-
tracted unnecessarily owing to hopes
held out by the French and Gergyan
press, Some of the Boers are so in-
censed that they have expressed the
hope that some day they will fight on
the side of the British against one of
these powers,

The anticipated friction between the
surrendered Boers and their former

comrades of the Natal scouts has not
materialized to any extent,

The Boers admit they received am-
munition through Portuguese territory,

Gen, Dewet says the youngsters were
his best fighters and frequently held
positions after the older burghers had
cleared out,

The Boers of the Orange River col-
ony are handing in only a small per-
centage of their ammunition, They exs
plain that they used most of it in hunt.
Ing game since the peace agreement
was signed,

Addregsing the surrendered Boers at
Kranstadt, Orange River colony, Gen,
Eiltott sald the only wish of King Ed-
ward, his government and the_ Buliah
people was to help the burghers and
gt them back to thelr farms so soon as
possible., The king, the general added,
had telegraphed congratulations to the
burghers on the good stand they had
made, This announcement Was greet-
ed with Justy cheers for the king and
for Lord Kitchener,
