BHOT AT BY INDIANS,

On Friday evening as Mr, A, Bing-
ham of Blackfoor was driving towards
Pocatello In a cart leading another
horse, two Indlans rode out of a little
ravine, about four miles this side of
Ross [Fork, and one of them deliberate-
ly drew bead 3n Bingham, some 500
yards away. Bingham shouted 10 the
Indian, “Don't ghoot me, Jim,” but the
angwar was a bullet which passed in
front of him, and a gecond ghot passed
cloge Lehind him, He now whipped up
hig horge, but the Indians dld not fol.
low nor molest him further,

The Incident has produced quite a
stir here, as It Is now realized that
there are a fews bad Indians bent on
mischiet, stimulated by firewater
smuggled to them by ('mmllg bad white
men, There 18 an uncasy teeling here
at present and a further breach by
either the redg of the whites may lead
to serfous trouble. Maj. Steeley is con-
gldering the advigability of having a
company of cavalry stationed here to
patrol the reservation for a season,
thirking the presence of the soldiers
may prevent overt acts,

The best Informed at the agency can-
not account for the existence of trou-
ble at this time as the sale of the
regervation was by the consent of the
majority, who will ald the whites In
malntaining peace and order. The In-
dian egent 18 on the lookout for any
clew of the murderers,

MOUNTAIN VIEW, CANADA

Vine Dairy Country Adapted to
Mixed Farming,

Special Correspondence,
Mountain View, Alberts, Canada,
June 23.-In the southwesteen part of

Alberta the Rocky mountaing, running
north and gouth, turn suddenly to the
cast for about 20 miles making a little
nook or corner filled with rolling hilla
covered with rich grasses and brush,
and lakes of various slzes; among theém
Kootenay lake which is the headwate:
of the Kootenay river, and a famous
fishing resort, At this lake 18 lo
cated the oll flelds lately discovered by
a Mr, Aldrich, formerly of Garden City,
Utah, Belly river rises up in this cér-
ner and ‘oing the Kootenay at Sland-
off, an Indlan agency 25 miles north
of here. Farther on they join the $t.
Mary near Lethbridge and are then
called the Saskathchewan,

Mountain View ig one of the many
Httle towns our people are building,
and 18 located within four miles of
Belly river and six miles of the Rocky
mountaing. The whole country is dot-
ted with ranches and farms and is all
under fence, There are a number of
rallroad sections open for s=ale bhut
about every desirable homestead quar-
ter I8 claimed,

This section 1s not go wel] adapted to
farming a8 the lower country around
Magrath, but is better for dalrying and
gtock ralsing. Good timothy and brome
grass can be ralsed on the tops of the
hills, as algo good wheat, making mixed
farming profitable

The climate up here is not too pleas-
ant. We have almost one big wind
from October to May. Of course there
are calmsg and chinooks of {rom one to
two weeks occasionally, glvi us a few
little summers scattered along through
the winter, We are now having our
summer and the country I8 so beauti-
ful, covered with a thick mat of grass
and milllons of fluwers, that we for-
get the bad weather., Fall wheat is
knee high, while some spring grain is
Just up.

On May 19, we had 10 Inches of wet
snow followed by 485 hours of heavy
tain from the north accompanied by a
cold wind going about 40 to 50 miles
per hour. The little streams suddenly
became mighty rivers, ranchers living
along the coulee bottome had to move
out upon high ground, and $2.500 worth
of cattle, horses and hoge were drown-
ed or chilled to death on the range,

We have a good Sunday school and
a good day school, and we think we
are about up to date
