BECOND APPALING DISASTER.

“The number of causalties 18 now
placed at 125, No Hst of the names of
the dead can be given, for the major-
ity of them were foreigners and were
known only by check and not by
name, The only other way names will
ever be known, {f at all, will be by
thelr families sending thelr names
to us."

ONE OF BIGGEST MINES,

The mine In which the explosion oc-
curred is one of the largest coal mines
in the United States, according to the
statement of officials tonight. From
the entrance ih the hill across the
river from the point to the one at Mill
Creek I8 u distance of three and three-
quarter miles,

The Klondike section, in which the
explogion occurred, {s about two miles
from the Mill Creek entrance. 'The
mine Is divided Into a large number of
headings, levels und sections, The
gections ran off to the left and right
of the headings, and are known as
rights and lefts by the miners,

The men who escaped this afternoon
are famillar with the mine. They spent
vears working in i{t. Otherwise they
could never have reached the surface,
Lights were out and there was 20 way
for the mto find their way to the top
had they not known the mine per-
fectly.

It was nearly 12 o'clock before the
first four llve men and one corpse were
brought up and laid on mattressges,
rugs and comforts on the ground, One
of the lving was Willlam Robertson,
They were not left long out doors, as
it was too cold, but were carried into
the boiler house nearby and the doc-
tors went to work on_ them, glving
them restoratives and administering
oxygen.

There was a great erowd around the
ghaft, most of whom had been waiting
for the appearance of the rescue par-
ties from aix to ten hours, and some
even longer., The mine officials  had
stretched thick ropes in a semi-clrcle
around the boller house, the ropes be-
ing held in the hands of the bystand-
ers,

At 12:15 o'clock this morning Gen-
eral Manager Moore, who with Supt,
Robingon had penetrated to a consid-
erable distance in the Klondike, had
reached a telephone station and notified
the men at the main entrance that he
had recovered 63 bodies up to that time
and he had only been in the right
rooms. From the brief report it was
understood that Mr, Moore had gone as
far as he could without endangering
hig life from fire damp, and had de-
cided to go to the Mill Creek entry
from there without further search,

SUPERINTENDENT OVERCOME,

Further news came a few moments
later that Mine Bupt. Rcebinson, who
had gone into the mine with General
Manager Moore, had been overcomg
with fire damp and was unable to con-
tinue, Ha had been carried to the Mill
Creek ehtry.

As near as can be learned, less than
12 Americans were killed. The rest
were Hungarians and Slavs,

Harry Rogers, the foreman of
mine, {8 undoubtedly dead.

That many of the men who were
thought last night to be still in the
mine will be able to survive until
reached by the rescuing party, is not
thought probable. Immediately suc-
ceeding the explosion the alr all over
the big mine became 8o foul that even
with the huge pumps working to their
full eapacity and the air they supplied
turned Into the proper channels to
reach the imprisoned men, none of the
mine officials would hold out any hope
for the livex of those thought to be
#till in the mine,
