Welcome Rain Storm Relleves Drouth
Situation,
Special Correspondence,

Thatcher, Grabim Co., Arlg, July 8.
~lmmediately following the informa-«
tion of the passage of the “reclamation
by Congress a party of gur promi-
went men set out in gearch of reservolr
sites, and have brought in a very fa-
vorable report of the feasibility of a
reservolr and canal project which will
hielp us very muterially when consuin-
muted, We have not had plenty of
wiater In the valley, but we have got
along, and developed large tracts of
land upder the present uncertaln water
systom,

Uur ruiny season generally  beging
abont this time, and takes care of our
water supply until fall crops are in,
then the storms of winter see us safely
unthl this thoe agaln, Qur dryest time
ugually comes in May and June, Last
winter we had but little rainfall and
a% the supply of suow in the mountains
could not be depended upon, we have
actually suffered for water, The Union
canal Iy dried up. The directors are
digging a large well walch is yet un-
finished, but by the ald of a centrifugal
pump i, supplles a good irrigating
stream. This will enable our cltizens,
who depend mostly upon that canal
sysetem, to save thelr trees, Other ca-
nils on the south side of the river are
dry, except the Montezuma, which has
a priority water right, Tor the first
time in several vears the people are
becoming apprehensive,

The water question with usg i#2 In o
primitive condition; nothing but the
force of clreumstances will develop a
better and more permanent and rella-
blo sygtem of frrigation in our valley,

Notwithstanding the drouth our grain
crop 18 remarkably good, It has been
demonstrated that good grain can be
ralsed with but one watering after the
grafn (s planted awd up. A wet season
generally proves disastrous to our fruli
for the attending frost nips the eariy
budding fruit.” So that the gearcity of
one orop {8 offset by plenty of another,
while we cannot hope to have as fine
a quelity we are having a heavy fruit
crop,. We have already cut and most-
ly sold two crops of alfalfa hay, If we
get rain soon we will be sure of at
least three more crops of hay, With
all this we are a long way from be«
Ing destitute,

The day following our conference we
enjoyed a gplendid rain, in some sec-
tiong about Thatcher, especlally, we
had a good soaking. The floods came
down the “San S8imon" dry gulch, and
filled the canalg for a short time, ene

abling many to save their smaller
crops.
