Absence of Fenders One of the Alles
gatlons-Owmisslon of Headlight An~
other-Alvo Fallure to Bing Gong,

A 300,000 damage sult was flled against
the Consolidated Rallway and Power
company in the digtrict court today by
Emeline Spiking, Willlam Spiking and
Orvin Bplking, the wife and children
of Thomas W, Bpiking, deceased, who
was run over by a street car on the
night of Aug. 16, and recejved injuries
from the effects of which he dled on

Aug, 22,
It g alleged In the complaint
that Spiking was attempting to

cross the trackfl of defendant coms-
pany on east Second South street near
Eust Temple, when he was run down
and recelved the injuries which caused
his death, The accident occurred about
half past 10 o'clock at night and, it i8
alleged, that the car which ran over
Splking had no headlight.

Negligence on the part of defendant
company, {8 set out in the complaint,
because |t falled to provide the car with
fenders; negligently omitted to have a
headlight or any light whatever on
sald car; that it failed to ring a gong
or glve any warning of the approach of
the car; and that the car was negll-
gently operated at a high rate of speed
at sald point and was not under control
by the motorman, all of which negli-
gence caused the death of Thomas W
Spiking, thereby damnaging plainfifis In
the above named amount.

Minnie V. Conner today entered sult
in the district court against Salt Lake
City to recover $5,000 as damages for
personal injuries recetved, on Jan. 1§,
1902, from a fall caused by a defective
sldewalk on First West street betweon
Seventh and Elghth South streets.

On the above date plaintiff alleges
that she was walking along sald street
and stumbled over a pile of fencing
materials, which the clty negligently al-
lowed 1o remain upon gald sidewalk,
and was thrown violently to the walk,
breaking her knee cap and rendering
her knee stiff.

The Pomp and Circnmstance of War

Newport, R. L, Aug. 30.—With the
drums of the First Mfssachusetts
heavy artillery beating and the trum-
pets of the old Bay State naval miiltia

1t was already far in the afternoon
when we reached the little village ot
Palenque, 80 widely known because of
the great ruins named after it, The
strects were lrregular and were cove
ered with a thick matting of green
grass, kept ghort by the burros and
horses that it fed. The houses were
gmall, with thatched roofs made of
cane leaves, palm leaves or grass
straw, and with walls formed by the
standing on ends of small poles or wild
cane stalks, The ground Itself formed
the floor of the houses, and often the
beds also, but sometimes a rude mat
was added for the beds, Banana trees
with thelr beautiful large leaves,
papala trees with thelr continuously
ripening fruit, breadfruit, and different
Kinds of vegetables formed the gardens,
and materially alded the corn patch I
furnishing food for the family. The na-
tives came to the doors or stood In the
front yard eager 1o see us as we passed,
while the little children, dressed most.
Iy In the sult provided by nature, clung
to their mother's skirts afraid the for.
eigners would eatch them,

The slcalde or mayer was at homs,
and secured us comfortable quarters Lo
camp in, promising to act himeelf as
our guide to the ruins.

It was noon next day before we were
started though we were ready by 8§
o'clock, but it is impossible to get a
Central Alerican to hurry, Our road
lay directly towards the mountains, and
through the deep forest which was
broken occasionally by clearings in
which corn or cane grew luxuriantly.
The soll was rich and productive and
the forests looked like those pigtured In
geographies to represent the carbon
{ferous age. The underbrush was
almost impenetrable except where the
path was cleared, and the bogs and
mud holes made traveling very difficult,

it was therefore late when we reach-
el the foot of the mountain six miles
from town, but fortunately the after-
noon was cool and we were not dis-
tressed. The climb of four hundred feet
up the gradual slope was more difficult,
but we were well pald for our trouble,
for, on & terrace which seemed to con-
tain several hundred acres, there burst
into view a sight we shall never fore
get. We were near a small stream of
clear water and thro an opening In
the trees saw an artificial hill about
40 feet high and covered about as much

News Readers May Get a Faint Idea of Their Beauty and Gran-
deur by Looking at Some Superb Photographic Re-
productions Now on Exhibition.

goll below, We ascended, and entered
the portico, The large pillars were
somewhat fallen, but thelr massiveness
and the heautiful stucco work on their
gides were still to be sgeen, The roof
was like an Inverted V, or pointea
arch, bullt of solid stone; the floor, as
were the floors of all the rcoms and
hallways, was of solld cement.

Passing through a Jarge hall, then out
through a portico we came to an inner
plaza or portico, ten feet deep from
the floor on which we stood and in
size about 100x100 feet, Along the
sides of the patlo standing on ends were
monoliths, or stone slabs on which were
beautifully carved the figures o1 men
and women, Stone steps led down in-
to the patio, and similar ones led out
again Into halls similar to those
through which we had passed, A sec-
ond patio like the first excepting that
the monoliths were wanting was reach-
ed after passing through three long
halls.

To the north of the main bullding and
Lidden somewhat by the dense vegeta-

From the main Palace & few hundred
vards brought usg to a #omewhat level
niege of ground a half block in size, on
the four sides of which and facing in-
ward were four temples, The first one,
the "Temple of the Sun" go ealled
faced the east. Like the rest it was
bullt one story on an artificia]l mound
about forty feet high, There were three
‘door ways or entrances. In the maln
ball, fastened in the back wall was a
large stone glab, on which was beautl-
Zully carved the figure of & man, gaudi-
iy droessed, and possessed of the fine in-
felligent features of a Caucasian of
today. Abeve his head was the rude
figure of a rising sun, which gives the
temple it name,

Facing the west and opposite the
“Temple of the Bun” (& the
"“Temple of the Cross.” Both buildings
are allke, the fgures are alike, but
Instead of a sun there 18 the rude out-
lHnes of a cross |n the latter,

Facing the south s the largest of all
the temples and the one containing the
most berutiful workmanship. Unfor-
tunately the front portico has fallen In
ruins, and the hands of man have
robbed the inner hall of some -of its
mokt beautiful tablets,

Another bullding just above the main
palace, we called the “Hall of History,
from the fact that in It were three larg:
tablets of stone about 12 by 14 feet, on
which were finely carved hieroglyphics
about four Inches square. Without
doubt here was the history of that
anclent people, the bullders and Inhab-
{tants of these wonderful ruins,

And these da not comstitute all one
can gee on this terrace, rich In arch-
aeological specimens. There are many
mounds, there |8 a stone hridge span-
ning the stream; there are walled banks
of the creek, there |8 a high stone wall
now In ruing, that surrounded the city;
there are paved roads leading from the
eity, along the mountain and many oth-
er things that make a visit to Palenque
well worth the necessary time and ex-
pense,
