YESTERDAY AFTERNOON,

The Inquest Into the déath of Axel
J. Klelland, the young man who met
his death on the Saltalr train on Sat-
urday night through the carelessness of
Murion A, Brazler in firing a revolver,
was commenced before Judge Nielsen
yesterday afternoon, the jurors selected
to try the case being G. B, Blakely,
Clark Whitney and James Luke, After
three witnesses had been examined the
case went over until 10 o’clock this
morning.

James Hamilton appeared on behalf
of the unfortunate boy who through his
act has deprived a widowed mother of
the support and consolation of her
son. Bragler seemed 10 sense the pain-
ful situation to a marked degree. He
appeared In the courtroom with red
and swollen eyes and during his testi-
mony he broke down and soebbed re-
peatedly. When the young man en-
tered the courtroem, Mr. Halverson, an
unecle of the dead boy, came over and
taking Brasler by the hand expressed
the greatest sympathy for him, at the
same time saying that while he had by
his act deprived a loving mother of the
consolation of her son at the same
time the mother felt that she could not
Justly entertain any 1il feeling toward
the young fellow, This kindness on the
part of Mr, Halverson had the effect of
making Brazier break down completely.

In due season Brazler was called to
the stand and amid sobs gave his ver-
slon of the affair, He sald that on
Saturdey night he terminated his en-
gagement with the SBaltalr manage-
ment and prior to coming into Salt
Lake he packed up his belongings that
he had with himm at the beach durin
the past season. He sald that he ha
never been in the habit of carrying a
gun, but as he had one along with him
out at the beach he brought It in with
him. He and his compantons, he sald,
took a seat in an open car, and feeling
merry at the thought that thelr work
was over they commenced to sing,
While thus engaged he eald that he pro-
duced his revolver and sticking it un-
der the flap curtain, pulled the trigger,
About a minute later he fired a second
gshot, They were still singing when he
Saw A young man enter the car a couple
of seats ahead and sit down, at the
same time remarking that he had been
shot, Brazier said that the thought
that he had shot him never entered his
head until Kielland fell to the flodr and
two of the boys climbed over the seats
and saw that he was hurt.

Other witnesses examined were A, L,
Christensen, Dr. Mayo and Frank 8.
Neal. Neal and Chrigtensen told prac-
tically the same story as did Brazler.
They #aid that they dld not realize that
the young man had been shot, they
thought that he simply was shamming.

Dr. Mayo described the cotrse of the
bullet and the nature of the wound that
entered the stomach of the deceased.

MURDER AND SUICIDE.

A Woman Slays Her Husband and

Herselrl.

New York, Sept. 8.—~Charies O'Nelill,
a janitor, dled in a hospital early to-
day, and his wife, Ida, was found dead
in their apartments with two bullet
wounds In her body. The tragedy fol-
lowed a quarrel in which O'Neill ac-
cused his wife of having been unfaith-
ful. According to the story told by
O'Neil shortly before he died, he learne
ed last month that while he thought his
wife was out of the city on a vacation,
in reality she had been sleeping at a
hotel in company with another man.
Last night he accused her of this and
had told her that she would have to
sign a confession, Taking an unloaded
revolver from his desk he put it to her
head. She begged him not to kill her,
gaving she would confess, He lowered
the revolver and as he did so she ran
from the room, She came back in a
few moments, according to O'Neil, with
a revolver and shot him twice, Imme.
diately afterwards she shot herself
twice and died instantly.

atlves of O'Nell and asked for forgive-
ness for what he was about to do, One
of the letters disposed of hig property
and life insurance to his sister,
