C. E. Castle Holds Up Four Indians
In Ogden Yards.

‘IRES AT FLEEING REDMEN.

Told Work by an Armed Rallroad
Employe Leads to His Being
Landed 1n Jall.

(Special to the “News.)

Ogden, Sept, 18.-—Last evening four
Indlang were held up in the unfon depot
yard about ¥ p, m,, by a man who later
was arrested by Chief Browning and
Depot Pollceinan Fowler, The man
gave his name as Clurence I3, Castle,
The clreumstances connected with the
case are as follows: Castle hag been
employed as a brakeman on the South.
ern Pacifle raflroad, When coming in.
to Ogden yesterday with hig traln he
caught sight of the Indians riding in a
boxcar, and forced each of them to give
him B0 cents, and told them {f they did
not do go he would throw them from
the train, After turning over the
amount named to the man the Indians
rode Into Ogden, and while gauntering
around the depot yard, they were agaln
confronted by the brakeman, This time,
however, he thrust & gun in thelr faces
and demanded all thelr money, Three of
the Indians ran away, while the fourth
retnalhed and turned over all the mon-
ey hé possessed to the road agent,
which was 00 cents, An engineer and
fireman onh a switch engine hourd sev.
eval shotg which ware fired by Castle
after the fleeing red men, They stopped
thelr  engine and presently  Castle
Jumped on the engine and put out the
Hghts, Chlef Browning and Fishor,
who were near by, were also attracted
by the shooting, and approached the
engine and asked who was doing it
Castle had the engineer and fireman go
frightened that they could not answer,
but Castle spoke up and sald that no
ghooting had been done. A gwitchman
who wag near and had witnessed the
shooting, told the officers that Castle
was the man they wanted, Whereupon
they selged the latter and disarmed
him, and marched him off to the sta-
tion, and the charge of robbery lodged
against him. He will have a prelimin-
ary hearing thig afternoon,
