The ward grew so
rapidly that both the chapel and the
more recently erected schoolhouse,com-
blled, were goon Inadequate for ward
uses, and in the spring of 1901, a com-
mitte of twelve was appointéd, headed
by the Bishopric, to undertake the en«
largement and improvement of the
chapel, A sub-committee consisting
of Robert Patrick, John . Caine and
John Nicholson, was appointed to su-
rintend the improvement, and they
ad rendered most splendid service,
loyally backed up and furnished with
funds, mostly in subseriptions, from
the people, gathered up by the general
committee. Other sources of revenue
were Jocal falrs and entertalnments,
the recent falr alone netting over $500,
which paid off the remaining indebied-
nese of $660, and was the last lft in
preparing the house for dedication, The
entire cost of the work, including a fine
heating plant for both chapel and
achoolhouse, waa $9,138.72, with # bal-
ance In the treasurer’s hands of $247.01,
After Tishop Whitney's address,
Tréasurer Calne read the reports
which had previousgly been presented
to the general committee, and on mo-
tion of Elder F, 8. Richards, the com-
mittee was discharged, with o hearty
vote of thanks for thelr valuable ser-
wvices; a special vote of thanks being
given, at Bishop Whitney's suggestion,
to Messrs, Patrick, Caine and Nichol-
pon, the building committee of three,
The choir now sang the hymn, “I'his
house we dedicate to Thee,”" after
which Pregident Joseph F. Smith, who
dedicated the bullding originally, and
was present at the opening meeting in
the Improvéd chapel, just a vear ago,

The late Elizabeth Cady Stanton was
partienlarly apt at retort, and one of
her swift parries of a thrust dellvered

by Horace Greeley ngainst her favorite
octrine of woman suffrage I8 historic.

“"Madam,” sald H ace, one day dur-
ng the civil war, “the ballot and the
bullet go together. 1f you want to vote,
ir'e you rodady to fighy 2

“Certainly, sir,"” she responded, "I am
ready to fight, just as you are fighting
«through a substityte,

Notwithstanding their differences of
opinion, Mra, Stanton and Greeley were
personally friendly until the New York
constitutional convention of 1868. A
woman suffrage clause was strenuously ]
pregged upon that body, and as vig-
oroQsly oppobsed by Mr. Greeley, One
day, after the Tribune editor had made
gome particularl rasping remarks
upon the subjfect, George Willlam Cur-
tis rose, and sald;

“I have the honor, Mr. Chalrman, to
present a petition in favor of the wo-
man suffrage smendmen?, signed by
Mre. Horace Greeley and 300 other la-
dies™

Greeley was furlous, and rightly
ascribed the appearance of the memo-
rial at that moment to Mrs. Stanton

"Why did you not put my wife's mal.
den name on that petition, and call her
Mary Cheeney Greeley 7" he demanded,

Horage Gireeley's wife protested against
her husband’s report on the suffrage
amendment.”
