WORK OF GEOLOGICAL SURVEY,

The value of the scientific and (-ngin-
eering work of the United States Geo-
logical survey wiil be conceded with«
out argument, and such work should be
assisted and encouraged by every legl-
timate means, 1 am informed by the

secretary of the interior, however, that 4

the employes of that departmeént are
frequently hindered and annoyed In
the prosecution of thelr fleld surveys
by the refusal of individuals to permit
them to enter upon their property. In
a number of states acts have been
passed authorizing persons employed
under authority of the United States
in the work of the geological survey to
enter upon the lands within the bound-
arles of those states in pursuance of
the duty required of such persons.
Belleving that the interests of our stats
are greatly benefitted by the work of

this important department, I recom-
mend the enactment of a law of similar
tenor, with the usual limitation that
the law shall not be construed as au-

thorizing any improper or unnecessary

CEDING JURISDICTION TO THE
UNITED STATES,

An obviously necessary plece of legls.
lation, which T trust you will be able to
deal with at this time, {8 an act ceding
to the United States jurisdiction over
landg or terriory in this state acquired
for sites for public bufldings. The well
known objection of the general gOV-
ernment to erecting bulldings, even
when authorized and provided for by
act of Congress, upon sites where full
Jurisdiction has not been thus ceded. s
recognized as entlre proper, although
it frequently results in delays which
are disappointing if not injurlous, The
purpose of such an act as 1 suggest
would provide against this embarrass.
ment for all time, and avoid the neces.
gity of a special act for each particu-
lar c¢ I accordingly recommend the
enactment of a general provision on
the subject, with such reservations as
to the execution of state process, both
clvil and criminal, as your wisdom
may dictate,

EXPERIMENTAL FARMS.

A practical suggestion comes to me
from the director of the Agricultural
Experiment station, at Logan, in refer-
ence to the establishment and main-
tenance, by the state, of a number of
experimental farms for the purpose of
demonstrating the best use to which
the present unused or dry lands of the
#late may be put. Past experience In
the reclamation and productiveness of
lands long regarded as useless confirms
the belief that the further agricuitural
possibilities of thousands of acres are
scarcely dreamed of by the majority of
our people, Just what these pogsibill-
ties are would be, of course, a matter
of ascertainment by trial and experi-
ment Whether the sage brush and
the sun<flower can be supplanted by
drought-resisting forage plants that
will yield at least one good crop a year,
and whether in the economy of things
the dry lands may be made to vield
our wheat supply of the future, leaving
the costly irrigated lands for more
profitable crons—-these are questions
which the establishment and operation
of emall experimental farms In dif-
ferent sections  would soon answer.
F'hese farms nead not be large, perhaps
covering not more than forty acres
each. The land could no doubt be ob-
tained without cost to the state, The
expense of breaking the land, fencing,
building sheds, and planting the first
crop is estimated at not exceeding §7,-
500.00 for five forty-acre farms, The
cost of carrying on experiments thereon
might be 35,000 more per year. The work
of demonstration could doubtless bLe
finished in five years. The annual ex-
pense, after the first year, for labor,
superintendence, record Keeping, pre-
paring results for publication, printing,
apparatus and incidentals, should not
exceed $6,000.  For the first flve years,
therefore, the cost would not be more
than $27,600, while the resulting benefit
40 Utah agriculture would in all prob-
ability be so great as to make the in-
vestment a splendidly vrofitable one,
