Soon after midnight the men ceased
work. leaving all the chutes full of coal
and four loaded cars standing on the
track that biseets the long sheds, About
1 & m Watchman Naylor noticed a
small tongue of fire licking along the
roof. He Ingtantly sounded the alarm
and the hose was run out from the
shops. Then an alarm was turned into
the city fire department, The big shop
whistles were also turned loose. Those
who looked out of thetr windows on the

pogt bench were treated to a grand
gight. From the distance it looked as
though half the west side was on fire,
The stiff breeze carried the iames
along the roof until the sheds were

a roaring furnace
Before the flames
a switch engine

reached their height
wag hitched on to the

slazing  cars and they were hauled
down the track for some distance
where they were left to awalt the ar-
rival of the fire fighters from the ¢t
They were almost entirely consumed.
The firemen had thelr work cut out
as the heat from the burning coal was
terrific. However they succeeded in
putting out the blaze shortly after 3
a'clock.
