ing many estates, can do go with an
economy not possible to individual trus-
Undoubtedly there are often ad-
vantages in having g8 trustes an al-
torney, who has adviged the donor in
the lifetime, and whose peculiar knows
ledge of the estate {8 valuable, but, as
hag been stated such manfigement In
the nature of things cannot be long en-
during, but jts advantakes can be s¢

cured by uniting the family counsellor
with the trust company, as co-trustees,
In this manner both the special benefits
of corporate management and those ot
an (pdividual trustee can be secured.

“I submit, therefore, that the burden
of the rieh would b nsibly reljeved
it due regard were had to the advane
tages offered by the trust company.

"This brings me to a cloger congldera«
tion of what the trust company should
be in {ts character, capital and methods
of business, to enable it to digcharge
witht zeal and fidelity: the high duties
fmposed upon it in its Aduciary capacity
ns trustee, Itg capital should be ade-
quate to (ts regponsibilities, Its officers
and directors should be men ot experi-
ence and with » single mind devoted to
the Institution they serve, Itg corpors
ate work, whether exclusively relating
to its trust business or not, should be
of u dignified character and free from
hazard, Around the trgt company
should further be. thrown the safe-
guards of wige legislation, In some of
the older stutes, adequate provision in
this respect has been made, and these
beneficent laws could profitably  be
gdopted by the states lesg fortunate,

“The legislature may well give care-
ful conglderation to .this important
function of finaneial corporations Tt i«
true the trust company is comparatives-
Iy a neweomer, The first of such insti-
tutiong begnn business in the Unlited
States but lttle more than 60 years ago.
The record of that half century is,
however, upon the whole, an honorable
one, and the extent of its services in
the management of property Is but jm«
perfectly understood by those most re-
quiving 1ts special facllities, In the
perfod in quesgtion few, If any, losses
have occurred to any trust property by
Lhe delinquency of any trust compan
acting In a fiduciary capacity, There
have unquestionably been, in such in-
stitutions, occasional acts of misfeas-
ance by embloyes, but in no kase that
I can recall has the trust company
fafled to make good to the beneficiary
the temporary loss thereby sustained,

“T am firmly of opinion, therefore,
that the growing value of such com-
panies In the special work to which 1
have alluded sghould be made known
to that elags which we may justly hopae
ig becoming numerically greater, to
whor the problem of the proper man-
agement and ultimate disposition of
their property presents itself as the
peculiar problem of the rich.”
