Washington, Nov. 19.—Mvs. Carrie A,
Natlon appeared in the prineipal role
of a sensational scene at the White
House today. Her request to see the
president being refused, she became
violent and had to be taken from the
executive offices by two police officers,
As ghe was being escorted from the
puilding she shouted at the top of her
volce, gesticulating violently:

WHAT CARRIE PRAYS FOR,

“I am going to pray for a Prohibjtion
president and we will have one—one
who will pepresent the people and not
the distillers and brewers. You may
put me out of the bullding, Lut if a
brewer of lguor dealer were here he
would have been admitted at onece,”

Accompanied by a young newspaper
man, Mrs, Nation callew at the execu-
tive offices and asked to gee Presjdent
Roogevelt, Bhe was attired in a worn,

hinck silk dress and wore a clogely fit-
ting black velvet bonnet. She gave her
card to the venerable doorkeeper, Arv.
thur Simons, who, recognizing the
nume, immediately proffered her an

autograph album in which ghe inscribed
the £ owing:

“Carrie A. Nation, yvour loving home
defender.”

“Yote for the prohitition of the lquor,
cause,"

WANTED TO SEE PRESIDENT.

While awalting an answer to her re-

quest, Mrs, Natlon sald ghe wanted to
pee the president wbout several matters,
“1 understand he carvied a dive full of
liquors on his western trip; .that he
smoked cigarettes on the steps of the
capitol of Topeka; that his flag has on
it & coat of armg. Arve these things
so?"
Assured she had been misinformet,
she replied: "“Oh, well, I want (o ses
him anyway and have a talk with
him."”

“WELL, THAT I8 FUNNY.”

Presently she wus informed that the
president could not sce her,

“Well, that I8 funny,” she cried out,
remarking on the number of United
States senators  and representatives
fvho were passing in and out of his of-
fice, "1 gee a lot of men going in and
out of his offlce, [ should like to know
why they can see the president and we
mothersg and ssters of the country can't
ket near hm, I want an explanaton of
that, and I'm going to have it."

She insisted that she must see Becy.
Loeh and a few minutes later she was
ushered into hig office.

When Mre, Nation entered the gul-
lery Detective R, D, Redfern, of the
capitol police force took a place by
her side and as soon as she was ex-
pelled from the gallery he prevented a
further scene hy placing her under ar-
rest.  Mrs, Nation took this proceeding
as an ordeal with which she was fa-
miliar and the police experienced no
diffculty in inducing her to go with
themgto the capitol guard room. The
distritt police were Informed of the
arrest and Mrs, Nation was taken to
police headquarters, Datective Redforn
decompanied Mrs, Nation to the police
court, wnere she was arraigned before
Judge Kimball on a charge of dlgorder.
Iy conduet and breach of the peace,
En route she started an address on the
subject of telling to the world the curvss
of anarchy and rum, suy ng she had
but obeyed the Injunction of the Mas-
ter to “speak aloud'" Judge Kimball
permitted Mrs, Natlon to contlnue her
remarks., which furnished amusement
to a large number of spectators,

All Efforts to Settle Chicago City
Railway Strike Have Sig-
nally Failed. y

MAYOR COULD DO NOTHINC.

Company's Teamsters Have Struck-—

Strike Sympathizers Beat a Man
For Expressing His Opinions,

Chicago, Nov. 19.—All efforts of the
mayor to secure arbitration of the dif-
ferenceg between the Chicago City rafl-
way and itg striking employes have
failed,

This announcement was made today
following a series of conferences he-
tween Mayor Harrigon and his media-
tion committee of ddermen and com-
mittecs representing the company and
the strikers,

It was stated that today's meetings
developed no common meeting ground
for the opposing sides, and that for the
present there |s no sign of an amicable
gettlement,

Renewal hostilities between the
City Rallway company and the employ-
e of that corporation began promptly
today following the failure of attempts
at artibration. The first development
in the warfare wag a strike of all the
teamsters in (he employ of the com-

of

pany. In all 60 drivers quit work.
The strike of the teamsters was in
obedience to the command of the

teamsters’ joint councll. It s the inten-
Lion of the teamsters' union, if possi.
ble, to prevent the delivery of coal and
supplies to the railway company and
the operation* of its repair wWagons,

Thus far the company nas been able
to keep three days' supply of coal in
fts bins and no fear i# admitted by the
officials that there {8 danger of the
powerhouses having to be shut down
from lack of fuel,

The action of the foint council was
taken, according to the officia) records,
because Edward Dwyer, a member of
the teamsters' unfon, refused to haul
non-unfon electric workers {n his wag-
on and was thereupon discharged.
Dwyer js secretary for the sireetcar
teameters' unjon,

This is sald to mean that the com-
pany cannot get a pound of coal or
supplies of any kind without employ-
Ing non-union drivers. 'The company,
anticipating the refusal of teamsters
to haul supplies, s gaid o be planning
to obtain foodstuffs by means of the
steam rvaflroads, A sghop @t Thirty-
ninth street and Bmerald avenue |
connected with the Chicago & Mastern

Minois railroad tracks and with the
street rallway company's barns by
means of switeh tracks, and will be

uged, it is sald, as a bage of supplies,
The gtand taken by the strest rajlway
officials upon the “cloged shop™ conten.
tion of the strikers, which contention
was sald to have been apandoned by
the men, wag made clearer today when
the substance of the letter sent by the
directors to Mayor Harrison and the
aldermanic mediation committee last
night, wag learned, The directors sald
In effect that Atty. Darrow, coungel for
the strikers, in drawing up the *clos-
ed shop” proposition modification, had
only changed the wording and that
what was embraced In the clause meang
the game as a closed shop. The direc-
tors, 1t was said, would agree to noth-
ing except an absolute waiver of that

propogition. They would not, they
nnidi allow the union to control the
Yoagl,

The letter further charged that union
employes had committed thefts and
more serious crimes and that the direc.

This Action Makes Chance for the Con-

The supreme court this afternoon
unanimously denied the petition for re-
hearing on the second appeal, filed by
Atty.

The decision was written by Justice
McCarty, who wrote the dissenting
opinion in a different phase of the case
a few days ago, and which gave the
prisoner a new hope for life, Chief
Justice Baskin and Justice Bartch con-
curred on every point,

STILL AT IT,
Morfensen’s Attorneys Ask That
He be Heard by Pardon Board,

Mortensen's attorneys appuarently
never know when they are beaten,
Late this afternoon they continued
thefr fight for the life of their client by
filling with the governor and board of
pardons a plea for the privilege of hav-
ing the condemned man, now almost in
the very shadow of death, appear be.
