CORMAN WANTS INFORMATION.

Asks President to Tell Senate Times
And Dates When United States Has
Intervened in Panama.

He discussed the abstract ques-
tion of the right of the president to
recognize the independence of a new

nation, and concluded that such a pres
rogative pertains exclusively to the of-
fice of the chlef executive. Mr., Lodge
argued that our jntervention in Pana
ma had been only in the Interest of
peace and contended that the presi
dent had not gone a step beyond what
the proprieties called for,
