and, as he refused to give me his name
and address, I endeavored to take him
tv a police station, but a mob soon
gathered round us and demanded that
I should release my hold of the mun.
This, at congiderable peril 1o mygelf, I
refused to do, and thereupon 1 was
hustled by several men, who enabled
my prisoner to glip out of his coat, leav.
Ing 1t In my hands and to run away
amid the plaudits of his companlons.’
The crowd grew so threatening that
the houscholder had to take refuge in
a chemist's gshop and, later, was taken

home under a police guard.
