to study the situation on the spot are
deeply impressed with the sincerity of
this feeling, not only on the part of
the people of Russia, but the govern.
ment as well,

“T have been repeatedly assured by
the officials that it {8 the earnest wish
nf this government that the old tradi-
tional friendship between Russia and
the United States in the Interest of the
two peoples gshould not be disturbed, 1
have the best assurance that this gove.

Ity In the far eastern Wwar, Indeed,
ita attitude has in this regpect been all
that either belligerent could desire, and
Russla has no doubt that It will con-
tinue absontely correct,

“Rlussia does not expect, now war s
on, that this country shall be anything
more than neutral. My country does
not ask that you sheuld be pro.Rus
glan and not pro-Japanese, but that you
ghould be pro-American, She expects,

and I can but hope that she will re-

JAPAN AND UNITED STATES,

(hicago, March 2,—Eko Hiokl, firat
gecrotury of the Japanese legation at
Washington, and Tosaburo Kudoya, of
the Yokohama Specle bank, have ar-
rived at Chicago enroute from Yokoha-
ma to Washington, Becy, Hiokl was
one of the Japanese commissioners who
drew up the treaty between China and
Japan at Shanghal last fall which, ik
the treaty with China, provided for thi
opening of the ports of Mukden, An-
tung and Tatungkao,

“On many points the Japanese gov
ernment and the United States seem
agreed,” gaid the diplomat, “They are
united on the open door polley and the
integrity of China, Japan and the
United States would suffer most from
the acquisition of partg of China by
Russia. The Russsian poljey in Man-.
churla seems to be to exclude all other
nationg,

“The impression among my people Iy
that the government did not go to war
quickly enough They clamored for It
long before hostilitles began, The peo-
ple will do all in their power to sup
port the government, Kven the school
children are helping to provide funds
for carrying on the war"

PHYSICIANS CELEBRATE

Inauguration of Postgraduate
Medical Instruction,

New York, March 2-More than 300
physiclans, among whom were eminent
practitioners and men connected with
inatitutions of medical learning from
wlmost every state east of the Miy
vesippl and some from beyond, have

attended a dinner here to commemors

ate the twenty-first anniversary of the
inauguration In this country of post-
graduate medical Instruction and to
honor Dr, 8t. John Hoosa, president of
the postgraduate hospital in this clty
and a ploneer worker on behalf of the
form of practical education It affords
the medleal profession.

Dr. William Osler of the Johus Hop-
kins university, who attended Senator
Hunna, spokg on the need of posts
graduate instruction for speciallists, He
gays several improvements arve necess
sary «if medical instruction fn  this
conuntry 18 to answer jts purpose.

The third and fourth year medical
students should have the right to pur-
sue their studies in the hospitals and a
better cquipment is needed for the post-
gradunte schools, He also urged the
necessity of reciprocity between the
varjous state boards to obviate the need
of a physiclan moving from one gtate
to another undergoing o separate ex-
amination each thne,

“The fourth improvement needed I8
a merger in medicine,” said Dr, Osler,
“We. should look forward to a cons
golidation and unitication in medical
tonching. At the present time we are
wasting too much money duplicating
expensive teaching plants, 1 have no
doubt that B0 years from now there
will be only one great (nstitution for
the technical teaching of medicine with
all practical instrtiction given in the
varfoug hospitals,"”

Dr. Willlam W, Keen of Philadelphia
anvoke of the “necesgity for increased
endowment for medical institutions.”
He called attention to the fact that the
endowment for theologlcal schools
amounts to $2,250 for each student of
theology, while the endowment for
medical schools amounts to only $83 per
student,

CANADIAN DEFENSE,

The First Line Will Consist of
One Hundred Thousand Men.

Ottawa, Ont, March 2.~The military
department has handed out a statement
of the new establishment for national
defense, The first line of defense will
consist of 100,000 men, of which 48,043
will be the pedace establishment and the
remainder the war establishment. A
sufficient number of officers are to he
trained with thig line of defense to
furnish officers for a second line of de.
fense of another 100,000 men {f requir-

ed,

All the officers and men of the first
line are divided into two classes—-those
engaging for both peace and war sers
vice, who will be pald and be llable for
training in peace, and those engaging
for war gervice only,

W. J. POMEROY ARRESTED,

He Used the Word “National” in
An Iilegal Manner,

Chicago, March 2-W. J. Pomeroy,
who s #ald to have conducted a mail or-
der business under the name of “The In.
ternational Bank,” has been arrested by
Deputy U. 8 Marshal Thomas Middieton
on the charge of using the word “na-
tional” fllegally, Pomeroy's scheme In-
volves the gelllng of “bonds” on a sort
of endless chain system, which he says
is legitimate,

VENEZUELAN MINISTER.
General Hernandez Recalled for
Political Reasons,

New York, March 2.~Gen, Hernandez
(“El Mocho"), Venezuelan minister to
the United States, has been recalled
for politicAl reasons, according to a
Herald dispatch from Port of Spain,
Trinidad.

It s stated here that the Venezuelan
legation in Washington will be closed
because President Castro has stopped
the salary of Minister Hernandez who,
however, has not been recalled, This
s suld to have been brought about
through a letter to the fiscal agents
here of the Venezuelan government in-
structing them not to pay the general's
galary as heretofore on the first of each
month,
