Session Notable for the Absence of the

Here M the protest adopted last night
by upwards of 175 "representative’ non.
“Mormons” at the maeting in Bamberg-
er hall, It will be circulated for signa.
tures of Gentiles generally, and sent to
Congress:

To the Congress and People of the

United Btates,

The law-abiding people of Utah have
read with amazement, indignation and
disgust the declaration of President Jo-
seph F. Smith of the Mormon Church
that they are broad-minded enough to
consent to the shocking violations of
law and public decency which he con-
fesses to have committed,

We protest that we are not deserving
of this sort of praise; on the contrary
we most emphatically repudiate and re.
pel the statement. which, in fact, I8 an
ullegation that we, knowing of hig de-
flant lawlessness, are accessorles Lo his
crimes,

We declare, on the contrary, that he
and the other polyg.mists have sur-
rounded themselves with an impenetra-
ble wall of secrecy in thelr perpetras
tion of the misdeeds testified to, have
systématically suppressed the record of
births required by law, and It has been
impossible through court process or
otherwise (o obtalp any exact knowl.
edge of what was being done, much less
legal evidence of the offenges; that the
public ientiment of the law.ablding
people here has at all thnes been zeal-
oug for the punishment of polygam
and polygamous practises, as well as of
uther crimes,

Onving to the power and control of the
polygamigt hierarchy over their peopls
and the pressure they have constantly

Who-
ever betrays the polygamlist is subject
to ogtracism, abuse, deprivation of busi-
ness and to every penalty which un.

It has thorefore been impossible to
know whiat was being done In this re.
gard, notwithstanding strong suspiclons
of the facte entertalned by many pers
scns, The veil has been lfted in part
for the first time In the testimony that
has just been glven by the Church lead.
ers in Washington, and nowhere In the
whole country did this testimony occa«
slon g0 much astonishment and humili-
atlon as in Utah, The Investigation

LOUD CRIES OF “RESIGN! RESIGN"

Mr. Balfour Did Not Heed it, but An-
othet Such Defeat Might Prove to
Be Very Serious,

London, March 15,~The government
wis defeated i the house of coms
mons today by 1 to 130 votes on a
motiow of John Redmond, the Irish
leader, for a reduction of the lrish
education estimates, Asg it was {n the
nature of o snap division englneered by
the Nationalistg, the government res
fueed (o resign, but it is regarded as
another straw showing the direction
of the wind.

Mr, Redmond's motion was made
with the object of calling uttention to
Irigh gricvances, The division was
token almost immediately atfer the
commencement aof discussion when the
Liberals and Natjonalists were In
strong force. The result was greeted
with great cheering, especially from the
Irish benches, Premier Balfour admit.
ted amidst much laughter, that it was
ohvioug the government had heen de-
feuted on a proposal to reduce a vote
by $500, but there was a congiderable
amount of financial business to be
transacted before March 81, and he did
not ges why any thoe should be wast-
ed.

Mr, Balfour added that the honorable
member had suceeeded in reducing the
vote for Irish education by $500 and
the government aecepted the opinion
of the house on the subject. Mr. Red-
mond retorted:  “We have defeated
the government,”

Then Mr. Redmond moved to report
progress.  This was defeated by 171
to 148 votes, the government majority
being 25, The government in the in-
terim hnd  succeeded in mustering
enough ministerialists to save the situa.
tion, a8 In the event of a second adverse
vote the ministers would have been
bound to resign,

A SBUCCESSFUL COUP,

The defeat of the government was
the result of a succesgful coup plans
ned by Mr, Redmond and the senifor
whip of the Irish parliamentary party,
Sir Thomas Esmond, yesterday after-
noon. Seeing a ghort line of questions
for today and knowing that the ma-
Jority of the houge expected the Irish
members to occupy all the afternoon
in discussion of Irish education Mr.
Redmond and 8ir Thomas decided to
foree a divigion almost immediately
after question time, when the greater
number of the government supporters
would still be quietly lunching at their
clubs, The maneuver succeeded to pers
fection,

HOW DONE,

Mr. Redmond rose holding a large
gheet of notes in his hand as if Intend-
Ing to make a lengthy speech, but to the
astonighment of all except those in the
gecret, the Irish leader spoke only a few
words and then sat down, while his par.
ty demanded the division for svhich sueh
careful plans had been laid. A scene of
indescribable excitement occurred when
Sir Thomag Esmond and Anthony J.
Donelan, the two tellers, went to the
right of the speaker's chair, thus show-.
ing that for the first time in many
years the Unlonist government had been
beaten,

When the clerk of the house handed
the division paper to Sir Thomas Fs.
mand there was a perfect hurricane of
cheerg from the opposition lasting sev.
eral minutes.

William Redmond In his exuberanca
gnatched a hat from the head of a col-
league and waved it wildly, The mem.
bers rushed in and a tereible din pre-
valled,

Ultimately sufficient quiet was re.
stored to enable the figures of the vots
to be called out,

BALFOUR ASTOUNDED,

Mr, Balfour, who was in the distin.
guighed strangers' gallery at the time,
appeared momentarily astounded at the
jubilant uproar,

The cheering of the opposition was
resumed swhen Mr, Balfour entered the
chamber, and he was greetod with de-
riglve cheers and cries of "Reslgn" and
“Another message for Joe"
