When the football rules committee
meels next week to  act on possible
changes in the pules for next season it
wlil recelve suggestions from F. H.

“SBix men, at least, must be on the line
of serimmage at all times, but {f seven
men are on the line of serimmage e
tween the twenty-five-yard lines, then
the first man receiving the bLall from
the center or gnapperback, may carry it
beyond the line, provided he goes out.

“"Rule 20 O reads The holder of the
ball and no other player In any place
Kick may be off slde or out of bounds
without vitiating the klek.

“This rule does not permit a place
Kick to be made from a serimmage play
