General Committee Reports Pro-
gress in Utah Lake Improve-
ment Matter.

MARY QUESTIONS TO BE SOLVED.

Some Are Now Being Discussed With
The Government in Order to Evolve
An Acceptable Plan,

The following statement addressed to
the dry farmers of Salt Lake county,
was issued today by Col, E. I, Holmes
and State Engineer A. F. Doremus,

committee-at-Jarge of the Utah and
Jordan River Improvement commitiee:

It may seem to you who are watche
Ing and are interested in the Utah
Luake Improvement matter that tue
general committee, or your representa-
tives on that comulttee, are slow in
perfecting the general plan, That this
should seem so I8 nataral, but we, your
committee, find very many questions
that are difficult of solution. We think,
however, that some of the hardest ones
are heing disposed of and will be
worked out through the five existing
canal companies,

After determining the question of pri-
miary rights, which as now fixed at 60
second feet for each canal company,
comes the question of how much addi«
tional water each of the existing canal
companies will need, and this depends
largely upon what the water I8 to cost,
whether [t i8 to be considered ns pers
sonal property or become appurtenant
to the land and the kind of security to
be given to Lae government representas
tive, Some, or most, of these condis
tions must be known hefore the farin-
erg themselves can determine what ad-
ditlonul water they muay want,

Now it may be assumed that the pri-
mary right stockholders t(hemselves
own the existing canal systems, which
for convenlence, we will call preferred
stock, Then the newly acquired rights,
uerived from the government improve-
ments, will have no existing rights in
the canal systems except they acquire
the same by purchase or rental basis.
Therefore it follows that the cost to the
individual farnmer purchasing addition-
al rights will be compelled to pay for
such additional water a sum consider-
ably In excess of what the government
price would amount, and the#e things
have to be determined as nearly as
possible before the next step can be
taken, and we think that no such coms-
plicated calculations will be necessary
when It comes to the matter of dealing
with the dry farmer—so-called—menn-
ing those localed above the line of the
present canals, and In the meantime
we are negotiating or conferring with
the Washington officials and the gove
ernment representatives In this sec-
tlon In order to eveolve some pian
whereby we may meet upon common
grounds acceptable to all,

There is one consolation in the pres-
ent situation, and that {8 our plans are
a8 far advanced as are any of the
plans, being formulated under this law,
and we ask your indulgence for the de«
lay which seems to us necessary,
