orado achleved a maximum speed over
n measured course of 22,31 knots an
hour, the average of two runs under
forced draught being at the rate of 22,10
kno an howur This result is highly
gratitying to the bullders, as the r
gqulrements of “the contract were ex
ceeded In every respect Experts on
board predicted after the run that the
Colorado would average not less than
24 knots on the official teial trip, and
thus exceeding the contract speed re-
quiremeny by ut least one-half knot

the Cramp  Shipbuilding company,
sald I'he performance of the ma-
chinery vas perfact in every respect
The Nicalusse bhoiler, about which there
has been 80 much controversy, per-
formed fts functions admirably, The
model of (he ship I8 80 excellent that at
the top gpeed there was a remarkable
absence of waves both at the bhow and
at the stern Another notlceable fea
ture of the trial was the entire ahsence
of vibration at all speeds, The results
altogether show the Colorado to he
without n peer in the American navy
or any other navy."”
