terday afterncon, Col. Wall and Judge
Ogden Hiles, his chlef counsel, prace
tienlly admitting that. such would be
the case, The United States company
i4 represented by Judge Dickson and
nssoclutes, who have reserved a discus-
slon of the case untll such time as the
court's decree has been received,

The story of the controversy, in brief
1« as follows: Under lease and
pond  Col, Wall acquired and de-
veloped the Kempton and  Ash-
land  clalms  and  opened up In
them large bodies of lead-sllver ore,
Thesge ore bodleg were found to extend
through thege claims into ground on
the north owned hy the United States
company and suit was finally brought
In the distriot court here by the United
States company, which cllrmed apex in
fte Jordan and Mountain Gem claims
on the south side of the Kempton and
Ashland, The distriot court found for
Col. Wall, and the cuse went to the cir-
cult court of appeals, being argued and
submitted 16 months ago. The appel«
lunt contended that the ore shoots made
fn the lode 1ime of the distriot and that
the bodies found beneath the Kempton
and Ashland and in the claims of the
United States company to the north be-
longed to the company by virtue of this
lode apexing In the Jordan and Moun-
taln Gem on the south side of the
Kempton and passing on down through
the latter on ite dip. Defendants hela
that there was no connection between
the ore bodles of the Jordan and Kemp-
ton and that the lime, as guch, and in
the absence of a4 continuous ore-bearing
chantiel, could not be called and held as
the lode or veln,

When the appeal was taken Col.
wall was enjoined from operating the
Kempton property, but the court ai-
lowed development to proceed on cers
taln lincs and the ores extracted to be
gold by Charles Read, who was aps
pointed as agent of the eourt, the pros
fite accruing from the sale of ore to be
held subject to the final determination
of the case and the court's order, The
value of the ore bodies In dispute Is
considered by the United States com.
pany to approximate the figures given
above, but Col. Wall states that thelr
value 18 much less,

¢, J, Oberg, who for the pust year
has been superintending the construcs
tlon of & big smelter in the Copper
Mountain distriet In southeastern Alass
Kit, returned home last nighy, after a
perjoy of experlences not looked for
when he went away.

In hig native land Mr. Oboerg followed
muarine engineering for many years, but
it remained for the high sens ekirting
Ameriea to furnish the most thrilling
experience of hisswhole 11te. ‘This came
on his departure for Alnska nearly a
vear ago, It will be remenibered that
ubout that time news was recelved of n
terrible gale on the Paeltic coust, a
gile which carrled death and destrues
tlon In {ts wake and resulted in the
wrecking of the steamer Clallam, which
went down svith 64 souls on board, Fors
tunately Mr. Oberg was not on this
boat, but he took passage on the Fal-
lon, which left only an hour lajer and
pasged through the fury of the storm
referred to. Coming buck on the same
boat he had a similar experlence, the
sen being #o high that it swept the
deck houge and part of the cargoe off the
boat, In the same storm were the Hum-
boldt and Cottage City, but all weath.
ered the gile and arrived safely in port,
although some time behind schedule.
The storms oceurred In what 18 known
a8 Queen Charlotte sound and weie
the worst that the oldest mariners had
encountored In many yedars,
