ARID_FARMING,

Utah embraces an area of 82,100
gquare miles, of which there are 938
ggquare miles under frrigation, It I8 prob«
that with the extension of the
canals the storage of water In res-
ervolrs and the more economical usa
of witer, that this area ean be doubled,
perhaps trebled. Even with the most
optimistic views regarding the increased
area which can be brought under frrl-
gullon there will still be sixty to
seventy thousand square mlles, of
which probably one half {s mountain
land, which can be used wisely foe
grazing. There remains, then, over 20
million acres of desert land, #olls
which e among the most fertile in tha
world and it s these desert lands
which constitute the great undevelop-
od resource of this state, There are a
number of people in thig state who
belleve that these deserts can  be
brought Into successful cultivation,-
can be made to  produce profitable
cropg, The method by which this Is
done lg not o mystery but simply the
application of simple selentific truths
to cultivation of soll, the selection of
seed and method of planting.

It has been demonstrated by &
number of different investigators that
to produce one pound of dry plant sub.
stance without Irrigation requires
about 750 pounds of water and that to
produce one bushel of wheat, approxl-
mately Afty tons of water are required,
If ten Hushels of wheat are grown per
aere, according to these estimates, fhvy
hundred tons of water will be required,
It I8 very difficult to realize that tew
bushels of wheat require in jts produc«
tlon, o milljon pounds of water, yel
selentigts nssure us that this is really
the case. It 18 a mystery no longer,
however, when we make some calcula-
tions and discover that our annual pres
cipitation of ten inches means 1361 tons
or over two and a half million pounds
af water, or more than two and a halt
times a8 much as is necessary for ten
bushels of wheat, If all of this water
vould be retained in the soil, we would
have enough to produce 27 bushels of
wheat every year, Of course much
waler 18 lost by evaporation when
crops are not growing, but where the
fleld is allowed to lla fallow for onw
genson, and proper methods are adopt.
ed for the conservation of the molsture,
it |8 reasonable to suppose that at
east one-half of the precinitation can
be retained for the use of the crop,

Any or
the following varietles of wheat may
be gelected: Turkey, Lofthouse, Kofold,
Forty Ioid or Galden Cotn, Odessa,
Blue #tem, or many othor varietles
which have been adapted to dry land
farming, The geed should he treated
before seeding, so that you may nog
pewp smut the next vear, Souk the seed,
which s held (b & burlap sack for ten
winutes In & solution containing one
pound of Fomalin in 50 gullons of water,
After the seed {u dpy it I8 ready for
use, Buccess is not likev to be achieved
even now if the weed {8 broadcasted
instead of drilled, Use a small amount
of seed, not more than three pecks to
the acre and drill in as uniformly ax

down ut all costs, A good crop of
sunflowers uses ns much water na
