It presaged an attack from the rear,
The telegram, although dated Chang
Ty Fu (40 miles north of Tie pass), at
$ o'clock Thursday aftgrnoon, was sgnt
from Kalyuan, 80 mlles north of Tie
pags, and only reached Bt Petersburg
this morning. 1t was brief, saying
gimply that the army was retiring in
good order and destroying the rallrond
a8 It went, but was constantly pressed
by the Japanese, the rearguard action
being continuous.

There were ominous words in the cons
cuding eentences, a8 follows:

“We belleve the Japanese are mak-
g & wide turning movement north
and that they are ready tc fall upon
us when we get out of the ring-like
group of mountaing, which surround
the Tle pass gorge."”
