Were Highly Instructive,

In his lecture on "T'he Lite of Christ,”

many) was well recelved, the fame ot
His achievements In Judea having pres
ceded him, At Canan HIs presence rus
vived the Interest formerly aroused
through His first miracle, and thither
| came from a distance a man of rank,
deseribed a8 & nobleman or ruler, to
usk the boon of heallng for his son,
who lay Il and apparently nlgh unto
denth, The request was that the Mas.
ter would proceed In person to Caper-
naum, where the boy was. Jesus tested
the man's faith as to its being founded
on “signg and wonders,” then observe
Ing his Intense earnestneds, sald “"Go
thy way; thy son liveth,” The strength-
ened falth of the nobleman inspired a
kindred feeling In the hearts of the
members of hig household, and they all
belleved,

Sotting astde the matter of admitted
uncertainty as to the chronologlical ors
der of the events recorded in the Goss
pels, we learn of Jesus agaln visiting
Nazareth, On the Sabbath day He
preached In the synagogue; His subjeat
wus the prophecy of Isaiah as to the
work of the Messiah, and these predic-

tions He openly and solemnly appled |

to Himself. The favorable interest at
! first aroused was now turned to hate;
the Nazarenes becames furlous, and
gelzing thelr Savior they took Him to
the hilltop and essayed to hurl Him
down,  But He pasgsed through the
crowd, and having already testified that
0 prophet s without honor among hia
own, went to Capernaum, and was thers
recelved with welcom In the syna.
fogue at that place He taught the peos
ple, and they were astonigshed at the
personal authority evinced in Hig words
and bealrng, Even the evil gpirityg pro.
claimed Him the Son of God; but theiy
festimony He sllenced, and them Ha
banished,

On the same eventful Sabbath day He
healed the mother of Peter's wife, and
then, after the expiration of the holy
day, when it was agaln lawful for a Jew
to carry a burden, the people gathered
about the housc svhere He was, bring
ing thelr feeble and afflieted ones, and
to them the divine beneficence was ex-
tended.

The manner of His life 18 best ex-
presesd by the words of the Insplred
sorfbe—"Hea went about doing good."”

These were all repregented
on this continent. The last named
were found mostly among the Ne-
phites, the Ephraimites among the La.
muniges and the people of Judah
among the Zarahemlaftes, The Laman.
ites Ephraimites) f{nerear 1 much
more/ rapldly than the Nephites
(Manassehites), The Zarahemlaites
were more numerous than the Ne-
phites; but when the Nephites and
Zurahemlaltey joined, the two were not
half =0 numerous as the Lamanites
(Moslah  26: 8), 'Then, the people
known as Nephites were a mixture of
the blood of Judah and the blood of
Manesseh with fully as much of the
blood of Ephralm as of the latter,
These peoples had a great deal of clivil

war and tens of thousands of them
were slaln, Again, the Gadianton
band wuas made up of Nephites, but

they were slain and the band became
extinet three different times, At the
time of the commotions at the cruci-
fixlon many cities of the Nephites
were destroyed, And the Lamanites
a little later on joined the church and
became Nephites, Then the Laman-
ftes who were mostly of Ephraim, for
{t must be remembered that Ishmael
had at least two sons with families
when he left Jerugalem, were made up
of three families of the descendants of
Manasseh who left Jerusalem. Making
another deductlion for the loss of Ne-
phites, and replenishing their num-
bers with thousands and tens of thous
sands of Lamanite converts, we have
the entire population of the continent
mude up largely of the blood of Eph-
raim,

The Book of Mormon Written for the
Lamanites. Moronl makes the state-
ment that the book is written to the
Lamanites by way of the gentlles,

A History of the Lamanites, While
this record was written by Nephites,
the history of the Lamanites {8 qulte
completely given, Lamanlite prophets
became prominent and today Ephraim
has becorne “a multitude of nations”
but the blood of Manusseh is amongst
them.
