CONTEST LONG AND BITTER.

Marked With Many Recrimina-
tions, It Conoluded With Mutual
Pledges of Support.

Another Struggle Will Come When Re-
publican Assemblymen Meet to
Decide Speakership,

New York, Dec. 22.—~During a contest
which continued from B o'clock last
night until nearly 4 o'clock this morn-
ing marked at times by bitter recrime-
fnations but concluding with mutual
yledges of support, the control of the
New York county Republican organiza-
tion was ‘wrenched from the control of
former Gov, Odell by the factlon head-
ed by Herbert Parsons.

In reorganizing for the coming year
the committee elected Herbert Parsons
to the pregidency In succession to Wil-
jlam Halpin and chose other officers
pamed by Parsons' friends, The offi-
cers elected are:

Second Viee President--Julius G,
Kramer of the fourth assembly district,

The election of My, Parsons was se-
cured at 2:36 o'clock this morning. It
was made by acclawation and was re-
ceived with wild enthusiasm. Mr, Hal-
‘pin immediately eongratulated Mr. Par-
sons and In a brief speech promised
Bbim his hearty support. Mr. Parsons
replied, tlgkln the committee for his
election. r. Page was chosen first
viee president after a lively fight in
which he defeated Samuel Straus-
nourger by a4 vote of 330 to 240, Mr,
Straushourger voted to make the elec.
tlon unanimous and this was done. The
other oficers were chosen unanimously
Ly tion,

Tactles of delay were adopted by the
Odell faction as the committes met and
these continued for several hours, It
f¢ sald that the motive for delay was
to awalt the result of the speakership
fight. Mr, Parsons and his friends did
not propose to wait and announced
thelr intention of organizing a com-
mittee it it took all night, The first
test vote came just before midnight on
& motion te adjourn the election of
« president until Jan, 4. The Parsons
men won by a vote of 322 to 288, A mo-
tlon made by Mr. Parsons to adjourn
for 30 minutes to hear the contested
election case In the Thirteenth district
was carried. The contestant, Michael
H. Blake, ix an Odell man, and his
friends In the ecommittee moved to
postpone consideration of the contest,
but were defeated, Shortly after 1
o'clock the committee reconvened and
received a majority and minority re-
ports of the committee on contested
seats, The Parsons men Immediately
maoved that the report be tabled, Vot-
fng on the motion lasted for an hour,
and resulted in a vietory for the Par-
#ons faction the vote standing 322 to

REFUSE T0 OBEY
STRIKE ORDERS

Many Railroad Men in St, Peters-
burg Have Not Quit
Their Work,

TRAINS HEAVILY GUARDED.

In Some Parts of Russia Traflic Has
Censed, In Others it is Badly
Hampered,

8t, Petersburg, Dec, 22, 8:40 a, m.~
The failure of many of the rallroad men
at St, Petersburg to obey the strike or-
depr and the abllity of M, Nemechaieft,
minister of communications to move
traing on all the roads except the Baltic
roadg, are thorns in the sides of the
etrike leaders. The flat went forth at
last night's meeting of the workmen's
council that traffle must be interrupted
at all costs though this admittedly will
be difticult en the Nicholas road to
Mogeow, Trains gre running with thely
ordinary erewe on this line, but all the
traing are heavily guarded. The dele-
gates will try moral suasion with the
faithful employes but it is feared they
will also resort to destroying the
bridges along the road, The governmeit
has succeeded {1 arresting practically
all the members of the strike and rail-
road committees,

During the night the authorities suc-
ceeded in getting a sufficient number of
sallors from Cronstadt to enable the
operation of all except one of the elec-
tric lighting plantg which was also gall-
ing to the strikers as the darkening of
the city and the stopping of the rall-
roads were the most effective means of
making the strike generaliy felt. The
inhabitants where the eclectrie lights
were out were compelled to fall back
on candies and kerosene and the search-
light mounted on the spire of the ad-
miralty bullding again vividly fllumin-
ated the Nevsky Prospect as it dgid dur-
ing the October strike, while cavalry
and infantry patrols guarded every
block, and machine guns were station-
ed at several points, In the industrial
districts many of the strikers seemed
to have only the vaguest ideas of what
they were striking for, replying ‘“be-
cause we are ardered to do so” to ques-
tions on the subject, not knowing by
whom or why.

To shake the workmen's faith in
thely leaders the government had dis-
tributed thousands of coples of a elrcus
lar gigned by the union of Russian
workmen, explating on the arrest of the
committeenien of  the Moscow tele-
graphers, while carousing at g restaur-
ant as an example of how the work-
men's money I8 spent,

Ofrtside of the industrial regulations
there ig little evidence of a strike, The
city pharmacies generally remain open,
The drug clerks who have just emerged |
from n protracted struggle disregarded
the summons of thelr union to strike,
The stores are open as usual and the
streel carg are running,

The boldest of all the bold pronoun-
ciamento of the revolutfonists 18 a
mysterious hand bill with which
Tearskoe-Selo wag flooded today. Pro-
fessing to allude to a terrorist pilot
agalnst the emperor, the hand bill says:

“There will be a little puff of smoke.
Pay no heed to it, as the result will
be the best thing possible for every-
body."”

IS FOUND GUILTY.

Denver, Dec, 22.—<A. A, MceKean, clerk
of the district court at Yuma,
found gullty by a jury in the United
States district court yesterday on 64
counts contained in the Indictment re-.
