The men came together again, but Lit-
efleld, it Is gald, pteked up a butcher
knife and shashed his combatant with
that cutting another wound on the
head, the men agaln separated, the
blood flowing freely from Adalr's head,
other employes interfered and prevented
them from coming together agaln and
the police were notifled. Officer M ne
responded and placed both men or
arrest and took them to the city jall,
Dr. Coulter attended Adalr and sewed
up the sealp wounds, Adalr later ap-
peared before Judge Murphy and swore
to a complaint chavging Littl feld with
assault with a deadly weapon, and he
wss placed under $25 bords to ap-
pear a8 n witness In the case. The fight
was 2 llvely one while it lasted and it
18 belleved that had some of the other
employes not Interfered, that one or
the other of the men would have been
killed, The fracas occurred at the
construction company's camp at the
west end of Thirtieth street, where they
ure doing work on the Oregon Short
Line cut off.

Littiefleld  was arralgned  before
Judge Murphy this morning, charged
with assault with a deadly weapon. The
time for hearing was not set as the
county attorney was not present In
court, His bond was fixed at $500,
