MANY LIVES PUT IN PERIL
BY FIRE IN NEW YORK.

New York, March 26-—<Many lives
were in pertl today when n six«story
factory building at Downing and Hed-

ford striets caught fire from an explo-
glon end collapsed in less than 46 min-

utes after the fire  started, Several
girls Jumped out of the sgeond story
windows Into fire nets.

the body of Dennis Healy, a firaman,
wvas found in the debris, He was alive,
but unconscious, und died immediately
after being tuken out.
