The amounts paid through My, Bech
tel for the “refinhurgement’” of Dr. J.
P. Force, former preajdent of the Ni-
tlonal Life nssociation, according o
teetimony  brought out, , nggregated
$118,500, of which no record f+ found in
the Northwestern National's books.
