penses, I had, on leaving, $10373, and
then | had a few odd dollars to spend
on the way for such expenses as we
might have in the shape of hotel bills,
ete, We had friends who were keeping
us both at Toronto and in New York
where we stayed about 10 dayg, and in
Chicago, where we spent one day, We
had very little money in our pockets
besides this.

WHEN THEY CAME,

We reached Salt Lake on Sept. 18, We
