Amerlean war veterans from practls
cally every state In the Union are in
attendance upon the third annual en-
campment of the organization which
began {ts sessions here today, Since
Saturday noon, organizations of the
veterans have been arriving here on

every train and by the time the first
session of the encampment was called
to  order by Commander-in-Chiet
Chavles R. Miller of Ohio, all of the
eastern, middle, western and southern
states were represented by big delega-
tiong

Commander-in-Chlef Miller submit-
ted to the delegates his report for the
year., He reviewed hix personal work
ng commander-in-chief and said he
was assured that there was a great
awakening of interest jn the organiza-
tion, especlally in the south, where
many camps now are being formed. A
tentative agreement has bheen entered
Into between Commander Miller and
Commander Walker, of the Legion of
Spanish War Veterans of Massiachu-
setts, providing for a consolldation of
the two organizations, It probably will
be ratified at this encampment. The
Massachusetts organization has about
4,000 members Commander  Miller
recommended that, In the south where
there are many negroes eligible to
membershsip in the organization sep-
arate camps and separate departments
be organized for white and for black
members,  The financial condition of
the organization, Commander Miller
sald, was good, all bills being paid and
a balance of $2.400 in bank. While it
