He sald,
however, that while Sheets was able to
stop gambling in the “big houses,” he
was unable to  get into  the poker
| games, and for that reason could not
stop them, At this statement, the
gambler came back with a question
that was a poser for the councilman,

and it ls also a puzzler for Chief
Sheets, The question was put in this
way:

“You say that Sheets stopped gam-
bling In the big houses, but that he is
unable to get into the places where
poker Is played. If he was able to get
into the ‘big houses’ why can't he get
into the smaller ones?”

THE BUSY MIDDLE MAN.

That games are going on all the time
and are being protected there can be no

doubt. The games are run by white
men, colored men and Chinamen. How
much “protection’” money does the

“middle man"” collect per week or per
month? An incident of recent oceur-
rence throws some light on the ques-
tion, It Is related that a certain gam-
bler wanted to start a poker game or
two. He asked the “middle man'
arrangements could be made, and of-
fered to “come through” with 25 per
cent of the earnings per week,

“No percentage goes,” the “middle
man' Is peported to have replied. “It
you want to do business, come in with
$26 cash a week,” The gamblepr—~dil
not start his game,

This might be taken as an indication
of the price for “protection.”” But the
price seems to be cheaper for the poor
Mongolians who say théy pay $10 to
“Detective Lalley,” Chinese interpre-
ters who bave been in svery Joint on®
Plum alley that many make payments
to the middle man, The name of the
Chinaman who gave the information fs
withheld . for the reason that if his
identity were divulged the “protected”
Chinaman would make it decidedly un-
comfortable for him. He stated that
the Chinamen above referred to admitted
to him that they pald s much per
week, or month, to the "middle man.”

Yip Sing freely admits that he gave
the big boss of the detectives, “‘not
George Sheets,” $10, How much does
he collect from the other “Chinks?"
Former Mayor Chin Chin probably
pays nothing for his privileges, He iy
valuable to the ‘{middle man’ in point-
ing out the places where his fellow
countrymen are making a lttle easy
nwoney, and who are tardy in “kicking
in” with the price of protection.

Chin Chin is sald to be occupying
the position among the Chinamen as
that accredited to  Bruce Johnson
among the colored gamblers. Mayor
Chin and Yip Biug were bitter enemies,
Yip Blug gave up $10, so he says, to
“Mitte Lalley” for protection, but
“Mayor” Chin saw to it that Yip Sing's
place, at 51 Plum alley was ralded.
Arrests were made but there was no
prosecution. Yip Sing was able to
square matters by the payment of $30
in the order to which he belongs, How
much of the $30 the “middle man" got
i8 not known.
