When
St John the Baptist gent a disciple to
ask Christ, who art Thou? the Lord
did not say with an alr of bravado, i
am the long looked for Redesmer of
the world.,” ‘'Go back to 8St, John the
Baptist,) was His answer to the disel-
ple, Tell him what you have wseen
and heard while with me-=the blind
made to see, the deaf to hear, the lame
to walk, the lepers cleansed, and the
dead to walk from thelr graves.

That's
my answer., The sermon on the mount
was made more than mortal philosophy
by the grand and beautiful life of its
Orator.

‘1 will not he said
declgtvely, 1 explained to him that hia
cllent had plenty of money and would
pay well for legul assistance Mr,
Marshall answered that he would not
take it it there were thousands of dole
lars in it for him

1 never took such cases and wiil
never begin to take them,' he answ ered.
[ tell this little story to show how
strletly the deceased obeyed the dic-
tateg of his reason. Money was no at«
traction to him in anything contrary
to hig Ideas of nobility,

“Mr. Marshall was great in mind and
simple in lite. T remember w hen the Or-
phang’ home was on First South and
Third Bast streets, It was a usual thing
for him to Invite the ehildren frequents
ly to a froit feast, He would leave his
office to mingle with the children, and
for a few hours was a child hiroself,
He delighted fn amusing them and
knew how to make them happy, He
knew that happiness is found in mal-
ing others happy, Man derives happi-
ness from the happiness he creates for
those around him,

family, Many evenings have we spent
together and when I left his home | al-
ways left a better man, I usked him
onee why it was I always found him
home in the evenings, He told me he

It witl
be a long time before his place among
us will be filled physically or mentally,
While the loss {8 greatest to hig family,
his 18 @ common loss to us all He
was i great advoeate of morpl teaching
and often expressed it as his bellef
that the perpetuation of the United
States rests upon the natione's morals
jty and rligion.

SUGAR CITY IN GLOOM
FROM YESTERDAY'S ACCIDENT

(Special to the “News.'")

Sugar City, lda, Oct. 17.~This city
g plunged Into gloom as & result of the
terrible aceident at the sugar factory
yesterday by which Chief Engineer J
B. Gaddle lost his life. The accident
occurred about 2 o'cloek. Mr, Gaddie
was partaking of his lunch, W hen word
reached him that the electrie genera
tor was becoming unmanageable He at
once went to the room to see where the
trouble lay, and was directly in front of
{t when it burst or blew out, several
pleces of steel striking him and Infliet-
fng  almost jmmediate death. He
breathed only 15 or 20 minutes, and was
entirely unconsicous till the end came,
He wag struek in three places, but the
wound which caused his death was in-
flicted by a plece of stéel which struck
him In the head, Two other men, Han-
gen and Jenking, who stood near by,
were only slightly injured, The flying
pleces of steel cut one of the steam
pipes, and the factory wag filled with
escaping steam, but after a short time
this was remedied, and the plant was
lighted by switching on to the wires of
the Teton valley plant

The deceased was most highly es-
teemed in this community and his loss

murderer,

It §s sald that such n move had been
under contemplation since the day of
the killing, and that many colored men
had made purchases of revolvers, in or-
der to be armed for the affray, Bo
vell founded seemed the reports that
vesched the sherift's otfice of impend-
ing throuble, that it was deemed ad-
visable to secretly convey the pris-
oner to the state prison. According-
ly, Day was placed In a carriage and
driven rapidly to the institution that
is within impregnable walls and pa-
troled day and night by armed guards,

Day seemed to reallze why he was
being removed, and during the pro-
gress of the journey he wns nervous
and {11 at ease, When the state prison
had been renched he felt much re-
lleved, Seldom has the colored popu-
lation been so thoroughly wrought up
to o &tate boardering on frenzy as on
the killing of Voss. He was popular
with his people. and many of them
wore ton impatient to let the luw take
its course with regard to the man who
slew him,

He left the employ of
the bank and accepted a position with
A, J. Orem & Co, as bookkeeper and
purchasing agent for the Utah-Apex
Mining company, While thus em=-
ployed he forged the names of his
employers to checks amounting in all
to more than $9,000. When the for-
