WHAT LYNCH SAYS,

Mr. Willlam J, Lynch, former county
assesgor and former chlef of police,
was Interviewed today by the Deseret
News with reference to the allegd for-
gerles and changes in the assessment
rolls and the memoranda books, and
algo with reference to letters alleged
to have been recetved here and now in
possession of the Tribune, sald lettcrs
purporting  to have passed between
members of the firms alleged to have
been involved and some one connected
with the assessor's office.
Plrst of all Mr. Lynch sald, "1 wish
to repeat my statement as given to the
Tribune of Wednesday moriaing, as fol-
lows:

1 took the old blotters to my haome,
tied them in a bundle, and put them in
a closet, They remained there all the
time until some question came up in
Mr. Quinn's office and the county court
asked me to call on them. 1 did so
and they asked me if 1 knew where
these old memoranda were, 1 told them
I did, 'That they were at my residence,
They ngked me if 1 thought the books
belonged to me, and I sald, technically
no, but morally speaking, ! thought the
informajgion ought to remain In my
keeping, Inasmuch as it was the only
protection I had againgt any unorio-
cipled person who might tamper with
or change theg aasessment rolls In any
manner. 1 was under $200,000 bond and
1 felt that I should furnish my bonds-
men protection as well as myself, T
was induced to take charge of these
memoranda in this manner because in
1801, the first year | was ussessor, the
eity assessor and collector at that time
wag charged with falsifying the eity
tax rolls, and on the rolls bheing care-
fully audited by Mr. Hiller, now de-
ceased, he discovered digerepancies an®
shortages amounting to something over
$20,000.

RETURNED THE BOOKS,

Mr. Lynch declared emphatically that
the memoranda books were turned over
to the County court and that his broth-
er James K. Lynch, Angus M. Cannon,
Jr, and Walter Jennings were present
when the books were delivered, and
they would make afMidavits to the same,

Continuing, Mr, Lynch sald:

“The memoranda books contained ex-
actly the same figures as those on the
official records at the time I turned the
books over to the commissioners, The
board of squalization made changes,
that is, reductfons, which were not on
the blotters, but when the blotters were
surrendered by me they contained the
same figures as were on the records,

“lI want to state emphatically that,
if any changes were made on the
records and on the memoranda books,
they were made without my knowledge
and after my term as assessor had ex-
pired.”

“At the time you were assessor, did
you have in your employ, ar connected
with your office in any way, 4 young
man named Sears””

Mr. Lynch replied
“No."

Referring again to the memoranda
books, Mr. Lynch said:

“1 returned them as already stated,
If they were taken away after that,
that is no fault of mine, As to any
alleged letters dealing with forgeries,
passing between the firms mentioned
and the assessor’s office, 1T know ab-
solutely nothing, and this is the first
time I have heard of any."”

That Mayor Barnes intended to make
hig departure permanent is shown by
a number of pheliminary preparations,
Financial troubles are not suppoged to
be at the bottom of his leaving as he
took extra precautions to protect all of
his creditors and an Inspection of his
books shows that funds in his keeping
are Intact, Remorse over gossip in
which a woman {8 involved, and the
fear of scandal are supposed to have
preyed on his mind till he decided to
go away. He left a note to his wifa
Indicating that this was the cauge, and
there has been some gossip about his
relations with a Mrs, Evans, who left
Kayvsville on Oct, 10, Mr., Barnes was
guardian of her children, appointed by
her divorced husband, but his closest
triends asgert that there was no other
than a purely business relationship be.
tween them,

TOOK LITTLE MONEY,

It is not thought that Mr, Barnes
took muech moneyv with him, He used
all that came to him in recent month:
from his regulay businesg sources, in
meeting obligations, He has outstands
ing notes un to a few thousand dol

lars, but hus left ample resources to
meet them. Mayor Barnes hos always

heen counted a man of unguestioned
bupiness integrity, but impulsive as
heart and deep In his feelings, It is

thought that in a fit of remorsge over

gossip that has gone around about him,
he has simply gone away without defi-
nite plans, His friends confidently hope
to hear from him within a few days,
and that he will.return again to take
up his business positions

NOTES TOo FAMILY.

The first knowledge that Mr, Barnes
was going away permanently came to
bis family in notes addessed to his fath-
er and to his wite, In which he hinted
of a possible seandal which ha could not
bear to face, with {ts continual gossip.

In business affalrs Mr, Barnes was
very active, He was elected mayor of
Kaysville ]ast November and has filled
the position with honor, He was cash-
ler of the Barnes Banking company and
treasurer of the B, B. Mercantlle coms
pany.

In fraternal affairs he also was active,
organizing the Abe Lincoln camp of the
Woodmen of the World, of which he has
been clerk for several years. KExam-
inations of the books of all these cons
cerns fails to show any financial irreg-
ularity, He owns stock in the Barnes
Banking company, the Kaysville Can-
ning company, the Oldenbury Horse
company, and the B, B, Mercantile com-
pany, and the Kayaville hotel, which
will be used to meet his obligations,
should he fall to return,

APPOINTE ADMINISTRATOR.

In a lettter to his father he instructed
him to act for him in the settlement of
all obligations. In a note left on his
(lesk at the Barnes bank he said “the
books, casgh, and notes are all straight,
No trouble, goodbye."

The directors acted on the letter Mon-
day, accepting the resignation and ap-
pointing Asst. Cashler Jog, R. Gailey
to act in hig place until the regular ap-
polntment 18 made, Investigation of his
business affalrg leaves the conclugion
that no one will suffer the loss of a dol-
lar beeause of his departure, He even
left without collecting salary due him
from the bank, and paid a number of
small bills owed by his family.

SENT WIFE ON VISIT,

So that his wife would not be made
aware of his departure he arranged a
visit for her to relatives, and - while
she was gone, packed up his personal
belongings. She took thelr one c¢hild,
a girl, with her on the visit,
