The news of the disaster was quickly
{elegraphed to this city, and in less

an an hour the work of rescue had
begun, At the time of the accldent,
the tide which rises about 10 feet, was
running in and the work of the divers
was slow. It was not untll several
hours later that thy divers wer able
to make any progress, Then the aw-
ful evidences of the disaster became
more apparent, When the two cars
struck the bottom of the
they stood almost on end and the firat
man to descend reported that the vic-
tims were packed in the lower ends of
the submerged cars so tightly that it
was difficult to move them.

One by one the bodies were carrled
to a walting train and laid side by
side, later to be brought to this city
and placed In the Empire theater,
which was used as & temporary mor-
gue, Then friensd on the ll-fated
cars crowded about the door and with
difficulty were restrained from forcing
their way Into the bullding,  One of
the most heart-rending incidents was
furnished by Fred'k, Benckert, who
lost his entire family, wife and two
children. Benckert was not informed
of the accident until too late to cateh
a train, and he hurried here in an au-
tomobile, When he gaw the bodies of
hig wife and two little boys Iying side
by side on the floor, Benckert  col-
japsed and had to be carried fromn the
butlding,

Walter Scott, the motorman, was
killed because of hig anxiety to spend
part of the day with his wife here
It was Scott’'s custom to run only a8
tar as Millville, but today he sw apped
runs with another motorman and his
death was the result,

Prosecutor Alberison, Coroner Gas-
kill and Chief of Pollce Maxwell sup-
erintended the removal of the bodles
from the scene of the disaster. The
valuables taken trom the dead were
placed in packages, which were pumn-
bered and a number corresponding
was placed on the body,

The divers were so exhausted by
thelr continued efforts that they were
compelled to suspend operations #
short tim before daybreak. ‘Their
work was particularly arduous because

the wrecking crews were unable to
ralse the cars, The huge derrick
which was run out upon the long

trestle with the added welght of the
wrecked cars suspended from the
crane, was more than the hridge would
sustain end it was feared the stress
would cause it to collapse,

An attempt was made to cut the
first and second cars asunder and left
a singe car out of the water, but the
cables broke at the first attempt and
on the second the already (wisted
cars buckled,

The attempts to lift the cars were
then abandoned and all efforts were
directed toward gedting the bodies
of the victims out of the wreckage.

teneral Manager Atterbury of the
Pennsylvania ratlroad, which owns the
line on which the aceident occurred,
fs here, but thus far has declined to
make any statement with reference
to the wreck,

A spezial train from Philadelphla
reached the scene of the wreck this
morning, carrying among others three
divers, who came down to relleve the
men who had been working through

the night to recover the hodies of
those who had perished in the dis-
aster,

PIFTY-THREE KNOWN DEAD.

Atlantic Cfty, N. J., Oct. 26.—Fifty-
three persons are positively known to
have lost their lives in the waters of
the Thoroughfare yesterday when an
electric train jumped the ralls on the
drawbridge over the waterway, Of this
number 47 have been Identified, two
are missing and four remain in the
morgue unidentified. The two missing
are known to have pepished. They are
young McElroy and Burch,

IN THE MORGUE.

The efforts of the new men resulted in
the bringing to the surface of three
more bodles within a few hours. All
told, 87 dead lay in the Improvised
morgue, and at 10 o'clock wretched and
suffering persons seeking lost ones were
permitted to enter the chamber of
death, Most heart-rending were scenes,
and the men who had worked with
strong arms and hearts to bring the
hodies from beneath the waters were
moved to tears, Among the most pas
thetic cases was that of Bamuel Me-
Elroy of Phlladelphia, who found his
family wiped out by the disaster, his
wife and b-year-old daughter lying dead
inn the morgue and his 3-year-old boy
missing. When the officials making rec-
opds of the identification asked for his
address, the broken-hearted man re.
plied:

It was 2002 Green street, but 1 shall
nover return there—God only Kknows
where I shall go."

Almost ag pathetic was the identifica-
tion of Dr, Felsberg of Philadelphia by
his niece,

From midnight until dawn the brothe
er pleaded for admittance to the
morgue, already satisfied from deserip-
tions furnished by the officials that the
physiclan and his wife were among the
dend, When the party were admitted
they were prepared for the sight that
met thely gaze. One among the rows of
bedies lying covered with a sheet con-
tained the corpse of KEddie Niess, §
years old, who was drowned in the see-
ond coach, He came to Atlantic City
with his father. who lies injured at the
home of his brother {n the city, The fath-
er, 11l and distracted, ecould not go to
the morgue, but his sister-in-law identi-
fled the body.

A few minuteg after 10 o'clock the
working erew brought from the water
the first car of the train and carried it
to the land. The car contained no bod-
fes, but three bodles were brought up
with the Jifting of the car from its hea
of mud, which seems to hear out the
theory that there may have been some

bodies floating out through the win-
dows
WHAT ATTERBURY SAYS

General Manager Atterbury sald this
afternoon:

“I do not belleve that Stewnart, the
bridge-tender, sald anything like what
has been atteibuted to him regording
the jacking up or alignment of the
rafle, It {8 not a fact that when the
draw 18 swung the rails have to be
re-set.

The excite-
ment inecident to the unusual hapven-
ing subsided in a short time, and noth-
ing gave evidenge of the HAerce an-
slaught, except the look of fear and ap-
prehension manifested by Day for the
remainder of the forencon, He resem.

DAMAGING TESTIMONY,

damaging to the prisoner, and in cross.

be made to contradict himself in the
lenst particular,

M, Yarber told fdentically the same
story as that of Ware. She sald that
Voss had no inkling that Day intended
to do him harm. Atty. Little 4id not
cross question the witness very axten-.
alvely, and her statements remained un-
impeached.
