ANNUAL REPORT OF
U. S. TREASURER TREAT.

Washington, Oct, 80.~Chas, H, Treat,
treasurer of the United States, submit-
ted his annual report to the secretary
of the treasury today and in reference
to the more poticeable transaction sald
in part:

The result of ordinary revenues and
expenditures for the fiscal year 1006 was
a surplus of $25660,832 as compared
with a deficit ot $23,004,228 for tha pro-
ceeding year.

A continuation of those favorable
conditiong {8 reflected in the transace
tions for the first quarter of the our-
rent fiscal year Iin which the revenues
wero $5,871,314 In excess of the expen~
ditures,

“Tha avallable cash balance on June
80, 1908, was $180,689,354, an increaze of
$35,211,862 as compared with that of the
preceding 12 months. The monetary
stock of the country took on a growth
during the year of $186,866,727, of which
$118,005,777 was In gold, $5,450,308 In sil-
ver and $65,302,604 in national bank
notes, while the treasury notes dae-
creased $2.027,000, The aggregate stock
of money at the close of the year was
$3,060,976.591, of which $2,736,046,628 was
in elrculation.

“The national bank depositaries have
been utilized during the year as a me-
dium through which the excessive ac.
cumulation of money in the treasury
was restored to the channels of trade,
About the first of April an unusual
stringency in the money market was
relleved by the temporary Increase of
public deposits with depositary banks
to enable them to fmport gold. Through
this aid more than $49,000,000 In gold
was imported. The balance In banks
to the credit of the general fund May
6 was $102,708,128, the highest point
reached during the fiecal year.
