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AGED CRIPPLE
HAS GOMPLAINT

He Makes Serious Accusations
Aaginst Supt. Sabine of the
County Infirmary.

WANTS AN INVESTIGATION.

Says Inmates Age Improperly Fed and
Cripples Are Compelled to
Do Hard Labor,

Israel Liberman, a Hebrew aged 65
years, who was an inmate of the
county infirmary for about five years,
called at the “News” office this morn-

ing and made accusations agalnst an
employe of the infirmary and also
agalnst Superintendent James Sabine,
It half of the charges made hy Liber-
man are true, there promises to be a
lively shaking up [n the vicinity of the
county institution before long.

ASSAULT AND BATTERY,

Before coming to the “News," Liber«
man declares he made complaint to the
superintendent, Sabine, and to the
county attorney, P, P. Christensen. He
says that each promised to investi-
gate but have done nothing in the
matter,. Liberman asked the county
attorney to Issue a warrant for the ar-
rest of one Robert Engler, an employa
of the infirmary, on the charge of as-
sault and battery,

Liberman declared that he is a crip-
ple, having been serfously injured inter-
nally, He sald he was put to work
wheeling rubbish and it was over this
work that he recelved abuse at the
hand of Engler, He says that Engler
agsaulted him, called him vile names
and otherwise shamefully treated him.

LEFT BECAUSE OF ABUSE.

Asked when and why he left the in-
firmary, Liberman sald:

“I left two weeks ago last Tuesday.
I left the place because T was abused
and mistreated and could get no pro-
tection from the superintendent, James
Sabine,

Robert Engler, the farmer put in as
overseer by James Sabine, Is a hard
taskmaster and was abusive to me a
number of times,

The first occasion was some time ago,
when I was working on the rubbish that
was left after the big fire, Brick and
cement and other rubbish were used to
fill in the hole where the cellar was.
One barrow load of the gtuff was not
fit to be put there and 1 was taking 1t
out to a point near the plg pen, where
such matter was thrown,

“The farmer ordered me to take the
stuff back, and when I told him that I
had been instructed to put the stuff
there he abused me and called me vile
names.

“He threatened to beat me on anéther
occagion, and a few days ago he again
called me vile names and pushed his
fist in my mouth. He has threatened
to beat me & number of times. ‘When
he pushed his fist in my mouth 1 begg?1
him not to hit an old man and a cripple,
and he abused me worse than before,

“I made complaints to Mr, Sabine, the
superintendent, of this man's abuse,
and he told me that the rules prohibit-
ed any employe abusing the inmates
or using bad language toward them,
He said that he would look into the
matier,

SAW COUNTY ATTORNEY,

“T waited for some time and then
weént to the county attorney, who sald
he would Jook Into the matter, = [ do
not know what he will do about it,

“I am determined that there ghall be
an investigation if 1t is within my pows
er to force one, I can prove every ase
sertion I have made,

“I was shamefully treated, I com-
plained to Sabine and told him that I
had given no provocation whatever for
such treatment, Babine dld nothing. [
also  stated my case to the commig.
sloners,

COMPLAINS OF FOOD,

“There are a great many things I
could tell aout. Take for instance the
food. It is poor and I8 dly cooked. I
have geen bread four and five days qld
served to us poor sick people, he
sume food |8 served to the aged and
sick ag is given to the more fortunata
ones, and I know of cases when the
doctor ordered special food for one of
the sick that the sick did not get it, but
was forced to eat the same kind of
food served to those who could walk
and work a little,

CHARGES CRUELTY,

“Inmmates who are {1l with discase are
not placed apart from those who are
comparatively well, Sabine drags out
old erippled Inmateés and makes thom
do labor. That man is too cruel, and
should not be there. One man who 18
partly paralyzed and another who has
only one arm, were forced by the su-
