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THE PRESIDENT'S JOURNEY.

The trip of Presldent Roosevelt to
Porto Rieo and Panama has revived
the question of the propriety of a Unit-
¢d Htates president leaving United
States territory during his term of
office, There 18 no precedent for %o
doing, and it may be argued that the
pregsent ftinerary does not take the
President outside the United States,
since the canal zone is United States
territory. It is evident, though, that
this trip virtually breaks an old tradi-
tion. If a president can go as far as
Panama and stop off at Porto Rloo,
there can be no ratlonal objection to
his calling at the Cuban capltal, for In-
stance, If 1t were thought desirable to
Ao mo, mince Havana is much nearer
home than San Juan. Viewed in the
light of future possibilities, the Presi-
dent's trip south 1g a unique ineldent
in American history. Why should ft
not bs followed by simllar visits, as
oceaslon may arise, to Alaska, Hawall,
the Phillppines, and even Guam?
Travel fg¢ now no more dangerous out-
side the boundaries of the Uniled
States than within those boundaries,
whatever it may have been a century
ago,

ndoubtedly the President’s journey
will result In a great amount of good.
The inhabltants of Porto Rico will feel
honored by his presence and the mu-
tual exchanges of expressions of cor-
diality will strengthen the ties of
friendship between them and the Unit-
ed States . By a personal inspection of
the situation at Panama, the President
will be fn a position 0 ald intelligently
every effort for the promotion of the
great project this country has unders
taken to earry to completion. There
are many problems to solve hefore that
enterprise 15 assured of final success.
When the President can base hig con-
elusiong, not only upon reports, but
upon personal obgervations, there will
ba legs hesitation and a congequent
saving of time and money,
