I have not been reading my .A3s0p
very lately, but [ bear in mind an an-

clent table that will {lustrate this |

The first people they met were a group
of gray-beards who, when they saw the
boy riding and the old man walking,
began to berate the boy, saying that
he ought to be ashamed of himself to
be perched upon the donkey's back,
while his gray-haired father was trudg-
Ing In the dust. The old man, hearing
these remarks, took the boy off the
donkey und got up himself, and they
proceeded on their way., They had not
gone far when they met a crowd of
young roysterers, who found fault with
the oid man for riding and taking his
ease; they sald that he ought to let
the boy ride, The old man then took
the boy up behind him., The next

man they met was o humanitarian, who |

told them they were breaking the done-
key's back by hoth riding. ""You ought
to carry the donkey,” sald he, “instead

of the donkey carrying vou." Wall,
they tried that, They got off the
donkey, nne shouldered its head and

the other its tall, and thus they tried to
proceed. But the Jdonkey would not
have it so; he began kicking and floun-
dering, and sent them sprawling. Then
a4 crowd gathered round and told them
they were a pair of fools. They found
out at last that it was impossible to
please everybody,; and that Is the moral
of the tale,

Now, ft |s just as fmpossible for a
speaker to please everybody, and I do
not Intend to try, Neither {8 it my (n-
tentlon to talk ull night. A speaker
was once addressing an assemblage,
and he informed them in the beglnning
that he was prepared to speak upon
any subject that might be suggested to
him; he then said: “Now, what shall
I speak about?"' and a boy In the gal-
lery shouted: “Speuk about five min-
utes,” Perhaps there are some here
who think I ought to speak about flve
minutes, or about 30 minutes, or lnng-
er, or shorter; but I shall endeavor to
speak as the Spirit of God shall glve
me utterance. The length and bireadth
of a meeting depends upon the spirit
that {8 present, and upon the interest
that I8 manifested. . I have heard men
speak when 10 minutes seemed a long,
time. | have heard others lecture for
two hours when [t seemed ke 30 min-
utes or Jess, 1t depends upon our own
condition, upon the spirit that we have
in our own hearts. [ do not claim to
be abla to speak upon any sub-
ject, but I am here to speak
upon the subject suggested to me by
the Holy Ghost,

LACK OF INTEREST IN MEETINGS.

There {8 a woeful lack of Interest
among the Latter-day Saints concern-
ing that great command of our (God,
that we should meet together often,
to bhe remindeq of our duties, and to
partake of the facrament. ‘The reason
there 1s so much complahm about a
lack of interest in the meetings {3 be.
cause those who complain do not
take the course wherchy they may
have thelr spiritual strength renewaed,
ond thelr iInterest in the things of
God reawakened, It ls a henefit to
attend a medting and merely reflect
upon the things of God, merely sit
in our seats and meditate and partake
of the spirit that prevalls,. We enn go
away benefited whether a sermon s
delivered or not. I do not belleva that
we profit merely by means of the
things we hear sald. I have heard
speakers when I did not pretend to
follow them throughout, but what they
sald suggested to me a train  of
thought that was beneficlal; and had
there been no speaking at all, the mere
fact that 1 was in the house of God,
and under the Influence of His Spirit,
would alone have compensated me. [
helieve It to be my duty as a Latter-
day Saint, to go to church, partake
of the Sacrament, and recelve of the
gpirit that {g there, regardless of
whether anything is sald or not,

NEED OF SPIRITUAL FOOD.

NO BPIRITUAL EXCELLENCE
WITHOUT EFFORT,

My brethren and sisters, the spirit
can dle; It can dle upon the same prin-
ciple that the body can die, namely, by
being denied its proper food and sus-
tenance, This I8 what makes it go es-
sential that a child of God should serve
Him, should perform his duty as a
member of the Church; and leave n
duty undene, legt his apiritual strength
diminish and dwindle, und his apirit
finally die. The Lord Jesus Christ,
Knowing this, instituted a sacred or-
dinance, the especlal purposs of which
I8 the renewal of the life of the gpirit,
He showed His anxiety when He asked
the apostle, “Stmon Peter, lovest thou

me? Then feed my sheep.' He meant
spiritual food, This I8 essential: this
I8 Important, Take thought of the

things of the spirit as well as those of
the body; fear not man who can only
destroy the body, but fear Him who
can cast both spirit and body Into
hell, How long shall we be in learning
these lessons? God's commands are
always glven for our good: but we are
all the time decelving ourselves into
the belief that we are doing some fa-
vor to Him by keeping His command-
ments, by dolng those things that He
requires at our hands; instead of which
we are the ones that are blesged, and
this Is God's way of blessing us. Not
by pauperizing us, pot by glving His
blessings as alms, but by pursuing the
course of the wise philanthroplst who
furnishes work to the unemployed
giving us our (ndependence, so that we
may develop our powers and place our-
selver in a position to he blessed still
further. This {8 God's way; He does not
give us something for nothing, but gives
us something to do and commands us to
work out our own salvation, and when
the blessing comes, He knows that if
we have won It by our works, by our
falth and our obedience, we will prize
It all the more highly,

TESTS OF FAITH,

SBome who called themselves Latter-day
Saints, dled when the Prophet Jogeph
Smith dled; they tel] asleep In the apirit
when he fell asleep in the flesh.

work, He cannot keep pace with (ts
Progress, He diminishes his power
hig spiritual energy, and sooner or later

he will become weary in well-doing, The
tospel will no longer be sweet to him
and he will fall by the way-side, and
will scarcely know why, Most of those
Who leave the Church say they have
Cutgrown' Mormonism Well, you
can outgrow Mormonism, but only by

growing too small for it. No man who
doce his duty, who Keeps the com-
mandments of God, can outgrow Mor-
monksm, or will want to leave the
Chureh, It {8 the commission of erime
the practise of sin, the negleet of duty
which puts this spirit into the heart.
A criminal or besotted life, the neglect
of the Sacrament, failure to perforn
the duties that were intended to keep
us spiritually alive, these things will
result in spiritual death; and that, and
that alone, 18 the way to outgrow Mor-
monism.

David Whitmer outgrew Mormonism
He was one of three men chosen by thy
God of heaven to see and to feel the

David Whitmer never
denled that testimony, never repudiat-
ed what he had written and signed
the testimony of the three witnesses
which you will find on the title page
of the Book of Mormon, But David
Whitmer only went so far His spir-
Itual #trength was not equal to keeping
pace with the growth of God's work—
 work that changes eontinually (n {ts
‘ppearance, as any work of progress
vill=but never changes essentlally o
fundamentally This Is the everlast-
Ing gospel, the same yesterday, today
mnd forever. The work of God |s a
progressive work, always advancing
from gtep to step, from stage to stage
nd the only way to keep up with It |s
to retain the spirit of it In our hearts
wnd go on with 1t to perfection. Da
vid Whitmer sald, in a little pamphlet
publighed many years ago, that he ac-
epted all the revelations given to and
through the Prophet Joseph Smith uf
to a certain time, as long as Joseph
used a seer stone; hut when he began
to recelve revelations through his own
nind, then he became a fallen prophet
David Whitmer cited that the origina!
ffees of the Church were those of
Ider, priest, teacher, and deacon; and
clalmed that that was the full and
omplete equipment of the prlesthood
He accepted the organization thus far
hut afterwards, he says, Joseph Bmith
‘ell under the baneful influence of Sid
ney Rigdon, and then we hear of high
riests, seventles, bighops, and a fiye
nresidency, all of which grandiloquent
‘Itles were the Invention of Sidney Rig
don!
