*Phe San Francisco school hoard had
no reason for passing that segregation
order; but those of us who llve here
know that the San Francisco school
board does not need to have n rea-
son for unything it does. Shall the for-
¢ign policy of the United Btates be di-
reeted by a gentleman or ghall they he
directed from within the shadow of Ban
Quentin 7"

The statement issued by the hoard of
education calls Dr, Jordan’s remarks
“untruthrful and mallelous” and de-
¢lares that if he hag been  correctly
quoted, Prestdent Jordan “subscribes to
a lving He"

The mildest term applied to Dr, Jor-
dan's criticism of the school board is
that his action was ungentlemanly.

Lawrence F. Walsh, president of the
board of education, in his statement,
bitterly arraigned Dr, Jordan and de-
clared that if he cannot bring evidence
in proof of some of his assertionsg, the
president of the Stanford must stand
before the world as a “perjurer and
calumniator.”

“A little more than two years ago the
Humane societies of the United States
thought they saw a chance to do some-
thing that would be of great benefit and
comfor: to the animals that were heing
shipped to the markets for slaughter,
and petitioned and Insisted that the
recretary of Agrioulture put into effect
the 28-hour law that had lain dormant
on our statye books since 1873. This
perhaps, wue done on the part of the
Humane socisiles with the very best
Intentions, but was done on theory,
not on actunl experience: then it was
our troubles commenced, Rallroads
were notified that If they kept live stock
on the trains longer than 28 hours, they
would be prosecuted; therefore they
proceeded to enforee this lnw, which 18
proper and right they rhou'd, Th's add-
ed to the tonnage systems that the rafl-
roads had put Igto effeat n year or two
prior, ruined the handling of lyestock
with any degree of satisfactlon, mak-
Ing it more Inhumane to the poor dumb
animals than ever before,

MERELY A FREIGHT TRAIN,

“A stock train s considered merely
as an ordinary frelght train, and is
usually loaded beyond the capacity of
the engine, making it impossible to
fnake ary reasonable speed, In my
Judgment, this tonnhage system that
has been inaugurated by the railroad
companles-—at least go far as live stoek
I8 concerned—ehould be prohibited by
law, My experlence along these lines
Wil compel me to speak particularly
of the Unlon Pacifie, as it is over thig
route 1 have to ship my stuff.

“A dtock traln of 25 or 30 dars is
turned over 4o the Union Pacific at
Green Rlver; and often from 10 to 20
more cars of dead frelght added to this
to make up the tonnage, anhd you are
stared out for the east; you ure sesms-
ingly sldetracked for most everything
you meet, and by the time you make the
riext feeding place, If you make 10 or
2 miles an hour, you think you are do-
ing well, One year ago last Decem-
ber, at a meeting of the Idaho Wool-
growers' assoclation at Welser, they
saw fit to send a committes to Wash-
ington, D, C,, for the purpose of gétting
the 28 hour law so amended as would
put our stock on the market In the best
possible condition.

“Belng one of that committee, T oan
state that almost one of the first things
done was to interview the secretary of
agriculture for his views on the sub-
ject, he, having studied the subject,
and knowing well the hardships that
were being worked on the shippers of
ltve stock by the operation of the 28
hour law, was in full accord with us,
and upon being asked by the Hon.
Burton L. French, congressman from
Idaho, to draft such a bill as in his
Judgment would be proper for the ship-
ping of llve stock, Immediately con-
sented and had the bill drawn up, which
was Introduced in the senate of the
United States by Senator W, B. Hey-
burn of Idaho. This bfll, fylly en-
dorsed by the agricultural department,
had a stormy time of it before {te final
passage; several of its best features
were cut out, especially the speed limit
;-.laune. which was placed at 16 miles an
hour,

ATTACK COMMENCED.

""When thig clause was eliminated the
Humane societies commenced thelr at-
tack, and Jetters poured in upon the
senators and congressmen from all over
the country condemning this measure.
Members of the American National
Livestock assoclation, together with
members of the Chilcago Livestock ex-
change, were opposed to this speed 1im-
it clanse being retained in the bill, they
having made a prior agreement with
the railroad companies, or at least
some of them, that no such clause
should be asked for. Thus It was that
the speed lImit clause was cut out—the
most important clause in the bill, and
the one that would be of greatest bene-
fit to shippers where the rallroad com-
panles have no opposition.

HOW IT LOOKS TO HIM.

‘“Where there 18 no competition, very
Httle consideration 18 given to the
stockman or his trains of llvestook: his
losses by bad handling and slow runs
are not considered, but how much ean
be made out of handling this train of
stuff for the raliroad company is thelr
first conslderation-—at least it looks that
way to the shipper. Things look differ-
ent when you get on a road with plan-
ty of competition. For Instance, take
the North Western, Milwaukee, Bur-
lington, from the Missour! river points;
you are whirled nearly 500 miles in
less than 24 hours. The extension of
tme from 28 to 88 hours has not
brought the rellef to the western ship-
pers we had antieipated it would, and
In my opinion not until we can get a
law with the speed lnit in it will we get
any satisfactory results over the pres-
ent conditions, I firmly belleve we can
get the present 28-hour law amended to
include this speed mit clause should
we all work together,

A GOOD CLAUSHE.

“I might speak of one good clause
in the present law that we should ask

the government to enforoe; that i8
the clause forcing the unloading of
Hvestoek in a humane manner into

properly equipped yards for rest, watap
and feed, To my knowledge, sheep
have been unloaded Into yards swhere
It Is almost Impossible for more than
one sheop In 100 to drink because
troughs provided are for cattle and
horses and are too high for sheep to
drink from. There being very little
chance, if any, for grazing, they are
forced to eat hay, and without water

this hay is practically thrown awny
asg far as sheep are concernad, I
speak particularly of the Rawlins
yards and the old yards at Grand Is-
land: there may be yards on other
roads In the same condition, making
it much more inhumane than when

shippera of sheep were allowed to use
thelr  own judgment. Therefore 1
would suggest that we ask the governs
ment to place an {nspector In the geld
for the purpose of Inspecting these
yards and have them condemnad for
the handling of sheep,

“The agricultural department of our
government seems to be made up of
departments: for instance the depart-
ment of forrestry; the bureau of ani-
mal Industry department, and others,
In my judgment, we should have a de-
partrient for the shipping of live stock
with a practical man who has wide ex-
perience In shipping especlally trom
this western country, and n law elns-
e enough to give him power to treat

freely with trangportation companies
and shippers, and at the same time
see that the poor dumb animals are
glven the best possible care,
BPEED LIMIT,
“Milllons upon milllons of animala

are belng shipped throughout the Unit.
ud Biates each year to the great mups
ket centers, and no one I8 more Inter-
ested than the shipper himself, ay upon
thelr proper care depends his profits,
I know from personal observation that
sheep have suffered many more tortures
#ince the 2§ hour law went into effect,
and even the 36 hour law, than ever bee
fore. Therefore, I say that for the best
Interests of the shippers and begt poN~
sible benefits for anlmals, we should
never quit untll we get a reasonable
speed limit elause Inserted in the pres.

RATE BILL THE STARTER,

“For three yearg we have had nothing
but trouble. The prate bill was the
starter, and gradually but surely every
privilege the stockmen ever had has
been taken away from them.

“I believe, if we will unite and get
at this business In a different way, Wwe
may be able to do something. My
fden iy to get together with the rall-
rond men, to harmonize with them,
and show them our crying needs and
I belleve pomething can be dono.”

Col. Bell's speech was interspersed
with many witty stories which kept
the convention fn a roar of laughter,
and u vein of good humor ran through
the whole course of his remarks. Many
sensible suggestions for the Improve-
ment of the situation, were offered
which Included hints to the interstate
commerce commission, to President
Roosevelt, to Gifford Pinchot, head of
the forestry department, to the rajl-
roads, and finally to the etockmen and
gheepmen in convention assembled,
to act in unity and with moderation,
as having a cause to represSent which
will command justice at the hands
of the rallroads,

FINANCIAL REPORTS.

The choirman called for the report of
the committee selected to audit the as-
soclation's books, This report was
brief, cartying the information that all
accounts were correct as contalned in
the annual reports of the various offi-
cers, Chairman Wilson then called
upon Treasurer A. J. Knollin of Chi-
cago for his year's report.

Knollin sald that $20,-
000 on hand constantly 18 nothing more
than should be expected, nus the annual
revenue of mutton [s §125,000,000 every
year, Secretary George 8. Walker
then submitted his report, covering the
following points:

The receipts of the assoeljation for
the year 1906 were shown to bo $8,-
621.74. This amount included dues
from members and donatlons from
various sources. The dishursements,
including salary of secretary, ete.,
were 3$2,950.08, showing a balanece
on hand in the treasury of $671.66,

NO SINECURE.,

During the past 10 months the sec-
retary sent out more than 15,000
personal lettars to sheepmen, wool-
grﬂwers. breeders, ete., golleiting mem-
erships. Starting with less than 100
membeors, the association has grown
unti! it now comprises 6,338 members,
Nine new assoclations were organized
lagt year, covering a fleld from Mis-
sourl to California. Our assoclation
was successful In having the 28-hour
law extended to 36 hours for the
benefit of shippers, and some conces-
slons were secured in the matter of
forest reserve ranging privilegas, The
fmportance of the future conduct of
the assoclation was referred to, and’
unlon of purpose and actlon among
the sheepmen and stockmen urged,

At the conclusion of Secy, Wake's
report, Chairman Wilson announced
that a recess would ba taken until 1:30
o'clock at which time the delegates
commence election of officers and a
committee will report upon the town
selected for the next convention. This

MEDICAL SUPPLIES SCARCE.

Number of Dead Probably Seven Hun-
dred—No Americans Killed as
Result of Disaster,

New York, Jan, 19.—Neaws from King-
elon 1s still flltering in slowly and Is 24
hours late, but the worst {s now ap-
parently known, The town itself Is a
wreek, very few of the houses standing
remaining habitable and the populace
¥ living in the open. Food and medi-
cal supplies continue scarce, but relief
ships are hurrying to the stricken city
from many quarters, go that there will
soon be an alleviation in this respect.

FROM REAR ADMIRAL EVANS.

Washington, Jan, 18.—The navy de-

“Whipple arrived from Kingsgton to-
day with advices from Davis, conflrms-
ing practical destruction of city, Busi-
ness section destroyed. Fire followed
earthquake, Government residence in
suburbs destroyed. Steamship wharves
intact, Shipping unharmed, Other
foreign residences seem to have es-
caped. American consul absent, Vice
consul representing, Bluejackets guard-
ing consulate possesssions and archives,
Indlana ‘landed 60. Reported mutiny
at penitentiary containing 400 prisoners.
Governor considers whole situation well
in hand, 440 dead accounted for. Still
many bodles in rulns, Many Americans
sailed for New York via steamer Prinz
Frederich Heinrich on the 17th."”

0AL SITUATION.

Statement of the Output of the West-
ern Wyoming Mines,

The local coal situation is not im-
proved any, and dealers that were re-
cently only two weeks behind on their
orders, are now a month behind, with
orders constantly accumulating. One
prominent concern is 3,000 orders be-
hind, Dealers agree that untll citizens
begin to stock up in the summer time
for the following wimnter, there will be
no relief from these winter coal short-
ages. The present cold spell is re-
spongible for the Increase of orders. A
number of these come from parties who
are not In Immediate need of coal, and
they have told thelr neighbors that
they are so many tons ahead anyhow,
and don't propose to get left, Dealers
are getting on to this, and are exarcis-
ing discrimination as to whose orders
ghall be filled firet; and where they find
that parties ordering have a o § supply
on hand, such orders are sct aside for
the time being. Tha heavy snowfall has
made teaming somewhat difficult, and
there is delay on this account, The
fact that the railroads are short of
motive power is coming to be realized
as an Influential factor in the coat
shortage.

A statement of output In tons, of the
various mines in the Kemmerer distriot
for the last quarter of 1506, shows the
total from the Kemmerer mines to be
1?787. an Increase over the gsame peri-
od of the previous year of 83,394 tons;
the output from Diamondviile for the
last quarter was 156,015 tons, an in.
crease of 21,827 tons over the corre-
sponding quarter for 1905, The Cum-
berland mines put cut 253,032 tons, a de-
crease of 62,458 tons, This last was due
to the fire which prevented the mines
there belng worked to thelr full capa-
city, The totals thus show a net de-
cronse for 1908 of 7,287 tons, due to the
fire In the Cumberiand mines.
