C. 0. Harris of M, & M, A, Says
Plenty of Coal is Being
Mined.

RAILROADS CAN'T MOVE IT.

Finds Over One Thonsand Loaded Cars
Standing Idle Between Castle
Gate and Salt Lake,

Coal talk fg becoming louder each
succeeding day. Assertion after as- |
sertion Is followed and met by counter
assertion and denial. C. 0. Harris,
manager of the M. and M, A,, made a |
trip to Castle Gate over the Rlo Grande |
at the end of the week to investiguta
the situation. He says there is plenty
of conl being mined, but attributes
the shortage in this city and throurh-
out the state to the wretched condition
of motlve power and equipment being |
uged by the Rio Grande and its inabil-
ity to get better and adequate rolling
stock,

TRAINS STAND STILL.

Mr, Harrig says he counted 600 cars
of coal side-tracked between Salt Lake
and Castle Gate, In making the trip
Eetween (his clty and the eoal camp,
Mr. Harrls says he passed but three
short freight trains, all headed, pre-
sumably towards Salt Lake, The first
train was met at Provo. These con-
talned twelve cars of coal walting to
be moved. The second train was mei
at Thistle, This contalned twenty
cars of coal and ten of coke, On the
Marysville branch at Thistle, Mr. Har-
ris says he passed a train of coal, but
bhe was unable to count exactly tho
number of carg standing motionless,
He eays the yards at Tucker were
crowded with coal tralns—all loaded
and standing still! The third train
was met at Soldfer Summit. This con-
tained s=ix cars of coal,

SIX MILES OF COAL,

Colton {8 the place which has figured
in the reports of gide tracked coal cars
coming to Salt Lake with such notice-
able persistency. Mr. Harrle found
100 cars of coal idle at this point, and
In a short space of time saw threa
trains backed on to the sidings swell-
ing the number of loaded cars to a
startling proportion, At Castle Gate
the M. and M. A, man saw six tracks,
each a mile long, completoly covered
with cars loaded with coal. © The total
output of coal from Utah's different
mines, Mr, Harris says, Is 6,000 tons.
The Sunnyside output 18 made into
coke ut Castle Gate. A large portion
of the coal mined at Winter Quarters
and Clear Creek camps Is sold to the
rallroad companies under contract. Mr,
Harris asserts that 75 per cent of
Utah's coal ig made into coke. Of the
remaining 25 per cent the Salt Lake
Route consumes 15 per cent, leaving a
scant 10 per cent, or 600 tona per day
for domestlc consumption of the entire
state! The Rlo Grande is utterly un-
able to handle the business pouring in
upon it.  Mr, Harris makes a sugges-
tlon which is worthy of conslderation,
and it is that the Rio Grande borrow
the engines and cars now lying idle in
thig city for the inauguration of train
service upon the Waestern Pacific,

COLD DOESN'T SCARE THEM.

Some of the Difficulties of Mining in
Winter at Nome,

Special Correspondence,

Seattle, Jan. 24.—Miners who came
down to Seattle'on the last boat from
Nome this season report that the num-
ber of men working in the mines about
Nome s at least 5,000. This is because
of the increased use of bollers for
thawing out the ground.

Where the pay dirt Is rich, it is profit-
able to mine in winter with thawers.
The thawing outflt consists of a4 boiler
and o hose and nozzle., The miner runs
the nozzle Into the bank and turns on
the steam, which thaws out a consider-
able area. It has been found to be ex-
tremely profitable to mine by thawing
out the dirt divectly above the bedrock.
This s, of course, the richest in gold. It
is piled up outside the shaft and in the
gpring the gold I8 washed out, The dirt
which lay above muy be washed out in
the summer by ordinary means,

“Fewer people came out this year
than ever betore,” said . . Webster of
the Canyon Creek Gold company, at the
Hotel Northern, *'In fact, the up-boats
took In men who spent the summer in
the south., A few years ago very few
though of utilizing the long eight
months of frost, Now, where the shafts
have reached o depth of 40 or 50 feet
it is found that the men can stay in
the mines all winter and work better
than In summer because of the fact
that there 18 no whter to bother them."

All
that has heen devgloped so far has av-
eraged over 4 per pent copper, but this
is interspread in places by shafts and
pocketg of extraordinary rich ore, Here-
tofore the native nfiners have only tak-
en out and markéted ore running 20
per cent in copper oc richer, and their
workings for the last hundred years or
more has been of an irregular and un-
workmanlike character, or what mining
enginecrs call “Gopher” work., The
main shaft of the Braden mine |s about
800 feet deep and over 3,600 feet of un-
derground work has been accomplished
slnce the mine was opened. It is clajmed
that there is blocked out In sight over
tons of so-called fractured
dirorite, all containing not less than 4
per cent copper,

The company is now bullding a rail-
road from Rancagua, a4 point on the
government rallroad, eastward into the
mountaln to the mine, a distance of
about 45 miles which Is expected to be
completed about Mayv 1. The company
possesses large natural water power
and Its mine with an electrical plant of
1,000 horse power, which can be in-
creased Indefinltely. When the new
rallrcad s compleéted It 18 estimated
that ore can be shipped from the mines

to New York at 7 a ton.
The company expects to produce
copper at the mine at b cents

a pound, when its new smelter is com-
pleted.

will untimately, it Is believed, In all
probabllity be taken over by the latter,

P. L. Willlams, Jr., Goes to Bamberger
Mines as General Superintendent.

Announcement has been made of the
resignation of Parley L. Willlams, Jr.,
a8 superintendent of the Utah Con-
solidated mine at Bingham which posi-
tion he has very creditably filled since
1801. He leves the Bingham mine on
February 7.
